About one year into the pandemic we moved our family from 
Scarborough back downtown into the neighbourhood of our church. 
God provided us with a home that allowed us to house over 13 
international students, many from East Asian countries, in our first 
three years. Through much prayer we were able to provide a safe place 
where international students could live in community with our family.

We have had daily opportunities to share God’s love with those 
in our home and countless times to share the Good News 
through the strong relationships we’ve been able to make. Our 
home is in many ways a hub for our ministry. Through housing students, 
hosting meals, hangouts, and Bible studies, God has be using our home 
as a blessing for many. 

We have also partnered with churches to empower them to 
reach out in love and participate with us in this ministry. We 
have seen churches get excited about the role that they can play in this 
front-line missions.

We have seen international students and newcomers lives being 
touched with the Gospel. Through this relational ministry God has 
brought people to Himself and we have witnessed individuals giving 
their lives to Christ. We are so excited to have more opportunities to 
build relationship with the many international students and newcomers 
to Canada who are facing many practical physical, social, spiritual needs.
