In the world you have
tribulation and trials and distress and frustration; but be of good cheer take
courage; be confident, certain, undaunted! For | have overcome the world. |
have deprived it of power to harm you and have conquered it for you.”

These are encouraging words for us as we experience the unexpected in our
lives. He will give us His peace, and His plan will unfold that will be just what
we need. The disciples experienced their “suddenly” in Acts 2:2, “A sound
from heaven like a rushing wind suddenly filled the house on the Day of
Pentecost”. They received power from on high and their lives were changed.
That same power is still available for us today.

For the ministry of Celebration and the body of Christ, we are entering new
territory. We have been prepared by the Holy Spirit, so let us put on our
spiritual uniform as members of the Army of God and go forward as doors
