But Ruth stayed by 
Naomi’s side, and took care of her, showing God’s love. We show God’s love too, when 
we show kindness to our families.
Objective: Little ones will learn, “I’m obeying God when I show love to my family.”

Ruth Meets Boaz
Scripture: Ruth 2, Ruth Meets Boaz
Ruth and Naomi were very poor and had no food to eat. Boaz showed kindness to poor 
people and let them gather grain in his field. When Boaz meet Ruth, he showed her 
great kindness and love. We can show God’s love when we are kind to those who have 
less than we do.
Objective: Little ones will learn, “I’m showing God’s love when I share with others.”

The Threshing Floor
Scripture: Ruth 3, Ruth and Boaz on the Threshing Floor
Boaz loved Ruth and Ruth loved Boaz. Boaz promised to take care of Ruth always. 
God takes care of us always. We can show God’s love when we take care of others.
Objective: Little ones will learn, “I’m showing God’s love when I help others.”
