The Gospel According To Moses #2.4
The Lord Of Salvation

One day Moses was tending the flock of his father-in-law, Jethro, the priest of Midian. He led the flock far into the wilderness and
came to Sinai, the mountain of God. There the angel of the Lord appeared to him in a blazing fire from the middle of a bush.
Exodus 3:1-2 (NLT)

What Changed Moses?

1. Moses Was

* Moses stared in amazement. Though the bush was engulfed in flames, it didn't burn up. “This is amazing,” Moses said to
himself. “Why isn't that bush burning up? | must go see it."
Exodus 3:2-3 (NLT)

* When the Lord saw Moses coming to take a closer look, God called to him from the middle of the bush, "Moses! Moses!”

* He thought it was better to suffer for the sake of Christ than to own the treasures of Egypt.

4. Moses

* He kept right on going because he kept his eyes on the one who is invisible.
Hebrews 11:27 (NLT)

* Then the LORD told him, "I have certainly seen the oppression of my people in Egypt. | have heard their cries of distress... So |
have come down to rescue them... Now go, for | am sending you to Pharaoh. You must lead my people Israel out of Egypt.”
Exodus 3:7-10 (NLT)

* But Moses protested to God, “Who am | to appear before Pharaoh? Who am [ to lead the people of Israel out of Egypt?”
Exodus 3:11 (NLT)

* God replied to Moses, “I AM WHO | AM. Say this to the people of Israel: | AM has sent me to you... Yahweh, the God of your

ancestors.... has sent me to you.

* Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, before Abraham was even born, | Am!" At that point they picked up stones to kill him. But
