Judah, Tamar &
A Scandal In Jesus' Family Tree

In the course of time, Judah arranged for his firstborn son, Er, to marry a young woman named Tamar.
Genesis 38:6 (NLT)

Observations On Judah & Tamar:

1. God Sees Differently Than Us.

* “She is more just than | am, because | didn't arrange for her to marry my son Shelah." And Judah never slept with Tamar
again.

Genesis 38:25-26 (NLT)

2. God Is The Of This Story Too.

* Then Boaz said to the elders and to the crowd standing around, "You are witnesses that today | have bought from Naomi all
the property of Elimelech, Kilion, and Mahlon. And with the land I have acquired Ruth, the Moabite widow of Mahlon, to be my
wife. This way she can have a son to carry on the family name of her dead husband and to inherit the family property here in his
hometown. You are all witnesses today."

Ruth 4:9-10 (NLT)

* And may the Lord give you descendants by this young woman who will be like those of our ancestor Perez, the son of Tamar
and Judah.
Ruth 4:12 (NLT)

* Abraham was the father of Isaac. Isaac was the father of Jacob. Jacob was the father of Judah and his brothers. Judah was the
father of Perez and Zerah (whose mother was Tamar).

3. God Can Anybody.

* But as they were taking her out to kill her, she sent this message to her father-in-law: "The man who owns these things made
me pregnant. Look closely. Whose seal and cord and walking stick are these?" Judah recognized them immediately and said,
“She is more just than I am".

*Then the brothers killed a young goat and dipped Joseph's robe in its blood. They sent the beautiful robe to their father with
this message: "Look at what we found. Doesn't this robe belong to your son?"

* So please, my lord, let me stay here as a slave instead of the boy, and let the boy return with his brothers.
