The Gospel According To Moses #6
Humility- What's It Good For?

Moses was very humble-more humble than any other person on earth.

Numbers 12:3 (NLT)
Prauvss: Gentleness/Humility/Meekness
Pride ends in humiliation, while humility brings honor.
Proverbs 29:23 (NLT)
Prauss ls:
1. Incredibly
* As evening came, Jesus said to his disciples, "Let's cross to the other side of the lake."
Mark 4:35 (NLT)

2. Incredibly

* When Jesus was still some distance away, the man saw him, ran to meet him, and bowed low before him. With a shriek, he
screamed, “Why are you interfering with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? In the name of God, | beg you, don't torture
me!” For Jesus had already said to the spirit, “Come out of the man, you evil spirit.”

Mark 5:6-8 (NLT)

3. Incredibly

* Then a leader of the local synagogue, whose name was Jairus, arrived. When he saw Jesus, he fell at his feet, pleading
fervently with him. "My little daughter is dying,” he said. “Please come and lay your hands on her; heal her so she can live."
Jesus went with him.

Mark 5:22-24 (NLT)

4. Incredibly

* Holding her hand, he said to her, “Talitha koum,” which means "Little girl, get up!” And the girl, who was twelve years old,
immediately stood up and walked around! They were overwhelmed and totally amazed.

Mark 5:41-42 (NLT)

* She had heard about Jesus, so she came up behind him through the crowd and touched his robe. For she thought to herself,
“If I can just touch his robe, | will be healed.” Immediately the bleeding stopped, and she could feel in her body that she had
been healed of her terrible condition. Jesus realized at once that healing power had gone out from him, so he turned around in
the crowd and asked, “Who touched my robe?”

* Then the frightened woman, trembling at the realization of what had happened to her, came and fell to her knees in front of
him and told him what she had done. And he said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace. Your suffering is
over.”

* While he was still speaking to her, messengers arrived from the home of Jairus, the leader of the synagogue. They told him,
"Your daughter is dead. There’s no use troubling the Teacher now.” But Jesus overheard them and said to Jairus, “Don't be afraid.
Just have faith.”

Mark 5:35-36 (NLT)

* One of the criminals hanging beside him scoffed, “So you're the Messiah, are you? Prove it by saving yourself-and us, too,
while you're at it!" But the other criminal protested, "Don't you fear God even when you have been sentenced to die? WWe
deserve to die for our crimes, but this man hasn't done anything wrong.” Then he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come
into your Kingdom.” And Jesus replied, I assure you, today you will be with me in paradise.”
