cf. Ephesians 4:11-15).

As in the library, the Master Teacher has only one game that
will help us grow into the kind of mature Christian that will
give honor and glory to Him, and that game is the game
called “learning” (Matthew 9:10-13 — see commentary).
Unfortunately, the hypocritical Pharisees of Jesus’ day were
not willing to play that game and humbly “learn” at Jesus’
feet.
