g HANGING OUT:
Make this week’s lesson real:

Ask your kid if they have ever been tempted to hide their sin for fear of disapproval.
Ask your kid why admitting sin is the way to heaven.

n AT DINNER:
Here are some great discussion starters:

What did the Pharisee Nicodemus think he needed to do to go to heaven?
Why is it impossible for people to perfectly follow the rules all the time?
Is salvation something you earn or is it a gift?

Why is it still important to follow God’s 10 commandments even though it won’t get us
into heaven?

¢ AT BEDTIME:
Quiz your child on this week’s memory verse:

“God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son. Anyone who believes in Him
will not die but will have eternal life.” John 3:16

ﬁ PARENT TIME:
What you need to know:

It can be difficult for kids to understand the reason for the 10 commandments when we
have Jesus. You can help them by giving examples in your own life of consequences that
have occurred because of sin. Encourage your child to obey God because God knows
what is best for them and He is trying to protect them from sin. Then remind them that it
isn’'t by works that we go to heaven, but by putting our faith in Jesus! It is God’s gift to us
and we can’t earn it. Then as we grow in our relationship with God and love Him, we will
keep His commandments!
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
