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Basin’s First Use

Exodus 40:12-13

“Then you shall bring Aaron and his sons to
the doorway of the tent of meeting and
wash them with water. 13“You shall put the
holy garments on Aaron and anoint him and
consecrate him, that he may minister as a
priest to Me.”



Basin’s Ongoing Use

Exodus 40:30-32

He placed the laver between the tent of
meeting and the altar and put water in it
for washing. From it Moses and Aaron and
his sons washed their hands and their
feet. When they entered the tent of
meeting, and when they approached the
altar, they washed, just as the Lord had
commanded Moses.



Psalm 24:3-4

“Who may ascend into the hill of the
Lord? And who may stand in His holy
place? 4He who has clean hands and a
pure heart, Who has not lifted up his
soul to falsehood And has not sworn
deceitfully.”
