Parental Consent

Liability Release

I, the parent or legal guardian of the student(s), hereby grant my permission for the student(s) to participate fully in this youth event. I, on behalf of my minor student(s), hereby assume all risk of accidental personal injury, sickness, death, damage and expenses as a result of participation in recreation and work activities involved therein. I further hereby agree to hold harmless and indemnify said church for any liability sustained by said Church as the result of the negligent, willful or unintentional acts of said student(s), including expenses incurred attendant thereto.

Medical Treatment Permission
I authorize an adult, in whose care the minor has been entrusted, to consent to any emergency x-ray examination, anesthetic, medical, surgical or dental diagnosis, treatment, or hospital care to be rendered to the minor under the general or special supervision, and on the advice of, any licensed physician or dentist or the medial staff of a licensed hospital or emergency/urgent care facility. The undersigned shall be liable and agrees to pay all costs and expenses incurred in connection with such medical and dental services rendered to the aforementioned student pursuant to this authorization. 

Early Return Home Policy

Cell Phone Policy
Youth and volunteers are permitted to bring cell phones to the retreat. The undersigned understands and agrees that the Youth shall assume full responsibility and liability for their cell phone during the retreat. There will be designated times and specific areas where cell phone use is prohibited. Headphones and earbuds must remain in the Youth’s room at all times.

Conduct
The purpose of the Youth Retreat is to provide an environment where each Youth can experience a safe and supportive Christian community, fostering both spiritual and social growth. To achieve this, Youth are expected to participate fully in all retreat activities and to demonstrate respect toward one another as well as toward Adult Volunteers and Leaders.


Qualities Needed in Trials
“So, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath, for the wrath of man does not produce the righteousness of God”.

It is natural that, during the retreat and throughout the various activities, conflicts may arise. Working through these conflicts and engaging in respectful negotiation are key opportunities for Youth to learn valuable lessons that reflect the purpose of the retreat.  However, in situations where a Youth’s behavior becomes disruptive and conflicts cannot be resolved, removal from the retreat may be necessary. To ensure a positive experience, the following guidelines must be upheld by both Youth and Leadership throughout the retreat. Parents are required to review these guidelines with their Youth, and sign and return the packet as confirmation of Understanding and Agreement. Leadership is also required to review, sign, and return the packet. 


1. Abide by all camp rules and regulations.
2. Use language that reflects the values of a Christian community.
3. Show respect for the rights, privacy, and property of others at all times.
4. Dress appropriately for all activities and settings.
5. Possession or use of tobacco, alcohol, or any illegal substance is strictly prohibited.
6. Possession or use of weapons is not allowed under any circumstances.
