God Helps Me Obey— God Helps Me with My Thoughts
Bible Story: Wise King Solomon (1 Kings 3:1-15; 2 Chronicles 1:1-13; Proverbs 4)
Theme Verse: “You are my friends if you do what I command you.” (John 15:14)

Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Share: When Solomon became king, he asked God to give him wisdom. God’s wisdom would help Solomon lead and live well. (Read Proverbs 4:5-6.) Today preschoolers will learn that God’s wisdom is best and that thinking about what He says will help us follow and obey Him. 

Pray: Lead the group in prayer, asking God to help you keep your thoughts focused on Him in the face of everything that comes your way.

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 
Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

Option 1: Let the kids play with toys and get to know them.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

Worship song #1: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Bible Story Video

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!
Theme Verse Motions:
You are my friends (Clasp hands together in front of chest.)
if you do what I command you. (Make fists and bring them to shoulders.)
John 15:14 (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Kids will decorate a thought bubble as a reminder that God helps them with their thoughts.

Big Goal: Remember the Main Idea: God helps me with my thoughts.

Leader Prep: Print “Thought Bubble” printables on cardstock and cut them out, one per child.






Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print “Thought Bubble” printables on cardstock and cut them out, one per child.
2. Give each kid a “Thought Bubble” printable, markers or crayons, and stickers (optional).
3. Invite them to decorate their printables.
4. Assist kids in taping a craft stick to the bottom center of their thought bubbles so they can hold them up to their heads to show they are thinking.
What To Do: Let’s make paper thought bubbles that remind us that God helps us with our thoughts. What are we making? (Thought bubbles!) Good! A thought bubble is something you might see next to someone’s head in a picture in a book that tells what a person is thinking. First, you are going to decorate your thought bubbles with markers, crayons, and stickers. You can color your thinking emoji any color you would like and place the stickers in the bubble. Then I will help you tape a craft stick to the bottom of your thought bubble.


Close out in prayer:

· Pray with the group
· Lead the group in the prayer below.


WHAT YOU SAY: God, thank You so much for helping us obey You. Thank You for knowing and helping us with our thoughts. Amen.


Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
