God Made Me Special— I Am Special to God
Bible Story: God’s Blessings to Believers (Ephesians 1)
Theme Verse: “He made us, and we are his—his people, the sheep of his pasture.” (Psalm 100:3b)

Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Share: We are teaching kids from the book of Ephesians today. Paul told the Ephesians that God chose them to know, love, and follow Him. He promised to give them the Holy Spirit to help them follow Him and point others to Him. Thia is true for us as well! Kids can know that they matter to God!

Pray: Lead the group in prayer, thanking God that the kids you lead matter to Him.

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 
Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

Option 1: Let the kids play with toys and get to know them.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!
Theme Verse Motions:
He made us, and we are his— (Start with hands up facing each other.)
his people, the sheep of his pasture. (Present hands in a circle in front of you with palms up.)
Psalm 100:3b (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Kids will color and decorate two hearts, one to keep and one to give a friend.

Big Goal: Encourage preschoolers to help other kids belong.

Leader Prep: Print and cut out “Swap A Heart” printables, two hearts per child.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print and cut out “Swap A Heart” printables, two hearts per child.
2. Give each kid two hearts to decorate.
3. Encourage kids to color their hearts and decorate them with stickers and jewels.
4. Allow kids to give one of their hearts to the person sitting to their left at the table.
What To Do: I am so excited to be with you today. We are going to have a fun time with our team. Each friend on our team is special. Let’s sit around the table to make a special craft. What are we going to sit around? (The table!) I am going to give everyone two hearts. I want you to decorate both of them. You will keep one and share the other one with a friend sitting beside you. You can use crayons, stickers, and jewels to make your hearts special.

Loud And Clear: Everyone did incredible work decorating their hearts. It is so fun to see everyone’s imagination at work. Since we have two hearts, we are going to do something special with one of them. We are going to give one of our hearts to the person sitting next to us. Since we are part of a team, we can show our friends how special they are to us. Great job sharing, everyone!
