God Made Me Special—My Name is Special to God
Bible Story: God Called Samuel (1 Samuel 3)
Theme Verse: “He made us, and we are his—his people, the sheep of his pasture.” (Psalm 100:3b)
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Share: This June we are teaching kids about how God made them special and designed them uniquely. God called Samuel by name because He knew Samuel. God knows the kids we lead by name too. They can know they are made by God and always loved. Even their names matter to God.

Pray: Lead the group in prayer. Asking God to help kids understand how special they are to Him.

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

[bookmark: _aguguzg1di2c]Options for Pre-Service- Pre-Service Coloring Sheet or extra crafts provided, and allow kids to have playtime.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

[bookmark: _37zdrgg4dmir]What to do: Teacher play clean- up song, encouraging all kids to help get things put away and ready for service. 

Service
Teacher Opener: Hello, friends! I am so glad you are here today. We are going to have lots of fun, but before we begin, we need to get a few of our wiggles out. When I say, “Go,” I want you to nod your head like this. (Demonstrate.) Ready? 3-2-1 Go! (Lead preschoolers to nod their heads.) Excellent job! Now let’s tap our toes gently on the ground when I say, “Go,” like this. (Demonstrate.) Ready? 3-2-1 Go! (Lead preschoolers to tap their toes.) Great work, everyone. You moved from your head to your toes. Today we are learning that God made us special from our heads to our toes. That means He made every part of us special.

Worship song #1

Bible Story Video

Making the connection script: In today’s Bible story, we learned about a boy named Samuel. God called Samuel’s name several times, but he thought it was the priest, Eli, calling his name. Eli helped Samuel understand that God was actually calling his name. Samuel’s name was special to God, just like your name is special to God.

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: 

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!

Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse
Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
He made us, and we are his— (Start with hands up facing each other.)
his people, the sheep of his pasture. (Present hands in a circle in front of you with palms up.)
Psalm 100:3b (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Preschoolers will use a pencil to write their name and then trace their name with a marker, highlighter, or dot marker. (Write kids name on them as they come in to pre-prep the ones that can’t write it on their own.)

Big Goal: Remember what is super about the Super Clue.


Craft Instructions:
1. Give each preschooler a sentence strip and a pencil.
2. Help preschoolers write their names in large print on the sentence strip with a pencil.
3. Allow preschoolers to trace their names using a highlighter, marker, or dot marker.
What To Do: Today’s Super Clue is a pencil. What is our Super Clue? (Allow responses.) You’re right! Our Super Clue is a pencil. What can we do with a pencil? (Allow responses.) Yes! A pencil is fun to use to write and draw. We can use a pencil to write our names, and that is what we are going to do today. Everyone has a sentence strip. We will use pencils to write our names on the paper. A leader will help you write your name. If you have room, you can write your name several times on the sentence strip. We will write your name in big letters because we are going to do something fun with our names. (Allow time for kids to write their names. Assist as needed.)
Good job writing your names on the sentence strips. We can also use dot markers and markers to decorate our names, and we can trace our names with highlighters. When we trace our names, they will look bold, bright, and be easier to see.

Loud And Clear: Way to go everyone! Your names look amazing! When you see a pencil, you can remember that your name is special to God. Let’s say, “My name is special to God,” together. Ready? “My name is special to God.” God made you special from head to toe!

Option 2: Preschoolers will jump in the middle of the circle and say, “My name is ____, and my name is special to God.” (Set up a hula hoop or use painters tape to make circle)

Big Goal: Remember the Main Idea: My name is special to God.

What To Do: Let’s play a game together. Our game is called “Jump In!” What is it called? (Jump In!) That’s right! Let’s stand up and make a circle together. I am going to walk behind you, and when I place my hand on your head, I want you to jump in the middle of the circle. When you jump in the middle of the circle, I want you to say, “My name is ____, and my name is special to God.” Then you will jump out of the circle, back to your spot. Once you are in your spot, everyone will say, “Your name is special to God.” Then I will choose another preschooler to jump in the middle of the circle.

Keep It Going: If you have any preschoolers who may not be able to physically participate, be sure to give them a movement when it is their turn that they can do with or without help. If your group is large, form two groups of preschoolers to play this game. After everyone has had a turn, mix the groups up and play again.




Loud And Clear: It was so fun getting to hear each of you say your name. We all did such a good job reminding the friend in the circle how special their name is to God. We are all made special by God, and He loves us very much. He loves everything about us, even our names. Let’s say, “My name is special to God,” together. Ready? “My name is special to God.” Awesome job!

Option #3

Have kids sit in a circle and use a ball to roll back in forth around the circle to learn everyones names.

Close out in prayer: God, thank You for making all of us special from head to toe. Thank You for our names and how special our names are to You. Help us listen to You like Samuel did. Thank You for helping us learn more about You. Amen.

End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided or use this time to do any extra activites listed in the options above. This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.

Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
