Sharing Jesus Is Worth It
Bible Story: The Farmer and the Seed (Matthew 13:1-23)
Theme Verse: “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” (Romans 10:13)
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Share: Today we are teaching that Jesus told a story about a farmer sowing seed on different types of soil. While not all the seed flourished, the work was worth it for the seed in the good soil that grew. (Read Matthew 13:23.) Preschoolers will learn that while we may not always know what will happen when we share Jesus, it is worth it because He is the One who helps faith grow. 

Pray: Lead the group in prayer, asking God to help your team remember that sharing Jesus is always worth it.

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

Teacher Opener: Hello, and welcome! My name is ____, and I am so glad you are here. Let’s turn to a friend next to you and say, “I am so glad you are here!” (I am so glad you are here!) Great job! Let’s turn to another friend and welcome them here and now by saying, “I am so glad you are here!” (I am so glad you are here!) Wow! That was so fun! Great job welcoming each other here and now! Here and now means right now, right where we are. Did you know that there are things we can do here and now? Some of those things we can do here and now are welcoming a new friend, like we just did, being kind, and telling people about Jesus. We do not have to wait until we are bigger or older. We can tell people about Jesus today because sharing Jesus is worth it!

Bible Story Video

Making the connection script: In our Bible story, we learned that sharing Jesus is worth it. Jesus told a story that tau,ght how some people will hear about God’s kingdom and believe, some will believe for a short time, and some will not believe. Even though not everyone who hears about Jesus believes in Him, sharing Jesus is worth it. We can tell people about Jesus here and now, wherever we go.

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today!

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!

Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse
Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord (Bring hands to mouth like you are shouting.)
will be saved. (Cross arms over chest. Rotate arms out to your side with your fists pointed up.)
Romans 10:13 (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Kids will decorate an envelope and fill it with sunflower seeds to give to a friend.

Big Goal: Remember the Main Idea: Sharing Jesus is worth it.

Leader Prep: Print and cut out “Seeds To Share” printables, one per child.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print and cut out “Seeds To Share” printables, one per child.
2. Give each child an envelope and a printable.
3. Invite preschoolers to decorate their envelopes and printable with crayons.
4. Assist them in gluing the printable on the front of their envelopes.
5. Help preschoolers place a few sunflower seeds in their envelopes and seal them.
What To Do: Has anyone ever planted a seed before? (Allow responses.) It is so fun! We are going to make a craft with seeds. A craft with what? (Seeds!) The best part about our craft is that we get to give it away to someone who we want to share Jesus with. Each of you will get to decorate an envelope. Once your envelope is decorated, I will put a few sunflower seeds inside, and we will tape it shut. I have two things I would love for you to color—this card (hold up the "Seeds To Share” printable) and an envelope. This card reminds us that sharing Jesus is worth it. When you are finished coloring, we will help you glue your card onto your envelope, fill it with seeds, and tape it shut.

Loud And Clear: Great job! I know your friends will love your sunflower packets. When we tell someone about Jesus, we do not know if the person who hears will believe in Jesus or choose to follow Him. It can be scary sometimes to tell people about Jesus. Maybe we do not know what to say, or we are worried about what someone may say, but sharing Jesus is worth it! Let’s say that together. I will say it first, and you say it after me. Ready? Sharing Jesus is worth it! (Sharing Jesus is worth it!)

Option 2: Preschoolers will play a game where they pick up a plastic cup when a leader says, “Cup.”

Big Goal: Remember the Bible story.

What To Do: Who has their listening ears on? (Allow responses.) To play this game we need to listen very carefully. This game is called “Did You Hear It?” Let’s say, “Did you hear it?” (Did you hear it?) Great job! We are all going to make a big circle, and each of you will have a plastic cup that looks like this. (Hold up the plastic cup.) I am going to call out different instructions like touch your shoulders, touch your knees, and touch your head. When I give those instructions, you will touch that part of your body. We have to listen closely because when I say, “Cup,” we will all pick up a cup off the ground! Let’s play a practice round.

(Shoulders, knees, head, knees, head, cup!)

Way to go picking up your cups! Let’s play for real this time.

Keep It Going: To keep this game going, instruct the last preschooler to pick up his cup to step out of the circle. Continue playing until there is a final winner.

Loud And Clear: Great job listening! That was such a fun game. In our Bible story today, Jesus told a story. The people heard the good news about God’s kingdom and God’s Son, Jesus. Not everyone who heard the news believed. Did everyone who heard believe? (No!) You are right. Not everyone believed. It is important to remember that when we share Jesus with people, some will believe for a short time, and some will not believe, but others will believe and follow Jesus. Even though not everyone who hears about Jesus believes in Him, sharing Jesus is worth it. We can tell people about Jesus here and now, wherever we go.

Close out in prayer:  God, thank You for loving us and for sending Your Son, Jesus. Help us share about Jesus wherever we go. Amen.

End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided or use this time to do any extra activites listed in the options above. This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.

Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
