God Leads Me to Have Faith
Bible Story: Heroes of the Faith (Hebrews 11)
Theme Verse: “Search me, God, and know my heart.” Psalm 139:23a
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Share: Today we have a special Hooray Day for preschoolers, where we have a little extra celebration of who God is. We are teaching preschoolers about the “Hall of Faith” from Hebrews 11. We get to share the stories of amazing men and women who lived their lives for God. They did this because their hearts and lives were focused on Him. (Read Hebrews 11:1-3.) Preschoolers will learn that, like the people in our Bible story, God leads us to have faith in Him. 

Pray: Lead the group in prayer, inviting God to help preschoolers learn that they can tell people about Jesus.

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

[bookmark: _aguguzg1di2c]Options for Pre-Service- Pre-Service Coloring Sheet or extra crafts provided, and allow kids to have playtime.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

Teacher Opener: Welcome, friends! Today is going to be an exciting and fun day because it is Hooray Day! Hooray Day is a special day to celebrate. When I think of a celebration, I think of party streamers. Party streamers can hang from the ceiling and blow through the air. Let’s wave our arms like party streamers. (Wiggle arms in squiggly motion.) Now let’s turn to our neighbor and give our friend a high five. (Allow preschoolers to give out high fives to their neighbors.) I am so glad to see each of you here. It is going to be a great day!

Bible Story Video

Making the connection script: In our Bible story today, we heard about many people who had faith in God. A man named Noah acted in faith and trusted God. Noah built the ark because God told him to do so and he trusted that God would take care of his family. A man named Abraham showed faith and left his home to go to a new land God showed him. A woman named Sarah trusted God and had faith that God would give her a family even though she was too old to have children. King David had faith and trusted God to help him defeat Goliath and to lead as king. A woman named Rahab had faith when she hid the Israelite scouts in the city of Jericho. These heroes of the faith that we learned about today all trusted God and His promises. They could not see God and did not get to meet Jesus, but they all trusted God. We can trust God and His promises too!

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today!

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!

Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse
Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
Search me, God, (Hold right hand over eyes while looking side-to-side.)
and know my heart. (Place both hands over heart.)
Psalm 139:23a (Hold hands out like a book.)



Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Preschoolers will decorate pictures of people from the Bible story who showed faith.

Big Goal: Review the Bible story.

Leader Prep: Print “Heroes Of The Faith” printables, one per child. Cut construction paper into small squares (½ by ½ inch or less) to look like confetti.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print “Heroes Of The Faith” printables, one per child. Cut construction paper into small squares (½ by ½ inch or less) to look like confetti.
2. Give each child a “Heroes of the Faith” printable, crayons, and a glue stick.
3. Invite preschoolers to color their pages.
4. Lead preschoolers to glue construction paper squares on the paper to create a look of confetti around the picture frames.
What To Do: We have a fun craft to do today! Since it is Hooray Day and we are celebrating, we are going to make some confetti art. What are we making? (Confetti art!) Yeah! We have crayons, confetti, and glue sticks for our craft. When you get your paper, you will color the pictures first. Then you will glue confetti squares on your paper to create a look of confetti around the picture frames. This will remind us of people from today’s Bible story. Noah acted in faith and trusted God. Let’s say, “Noah.” (Noah!) Noah built the ark because God told him to do so and trusted that God would take care of his family. Let’s say, Abraham.”(Abraham!) Abraham showed faith and left his home to go to a new land God showed him. Let’s say, Sarah.” (Sarah!) Sarah trusted God and had faith that God would give her a family even though she was too old to have children. God gave Abraham and Sarah a big family. Also on our paper is King David. Let’s say, “King David.” (King David.) King David had faith and trusted God to help him defeat Goliath and to lead as king. There is also a picture of Rahab. Let’s say, “Rahab.” (Rahab!) Great! Rahab had faith when she hid the Israelite scouts in the city of Jericho.

Let’s create confetti art celebrating some of the people in our Bible story today who had faith in God. You can use your craft to tell your friends and family about our Bible story. This will be a great reminder of how we can trust God too. Let’s get started!

Loud And Clear: Hooray Day has been such a fun day! These festive pieces of confetti art are wonderful. God is so good and kind. He loves each of you and wants you to trust Him. Just like He led Noah, Abraham, Sarah, and Rahab to have faith, God helps us have faith to believe and trust in Him too!



Option 2: Use the blind fold and take turns blind folding and leading them around the room to explain we can trust God like we can trust our friends to lead us around the room.

Loud And Clear: Our Super Clue today is a blindfold. When we wear a blindfold, we cannot see and need someone to lead us in the right direction. God leads us to have faith and trust in Him.

Option 3: Activity sheet or extra coloring sheets.


Close out in prayer:  Thank You, God, for leading us to faith in Jesus. Thank You that Jesus is our Savior. Thank You for leading us and guiding us in the right direction so we can honor You. In Jesus’ name, amen.

End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided or use this time to do any extra activites listed in the options above. This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.

Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
