BELOVED IN CHRIST,
GRACE AND PEACE TO YOU IN THE NAME OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST, WHO LEADS US
THROUGH THE WILDERNESS TOWARD THE PROMISE OF EASTER JOY.

AS WE CONTINUE OUR JOURNEY THROUGH THIS HOLY SEASON OF LENT, | FIND MYSELF
REFLECTING ON HOW THE SPIRIT MEETS US IN THE MIDDLE, BETWEEN WINTER AND
SPRING, SORROW AND HOPE, REPENTANCE AND RENEWAL. LENT IS NOT ONLY ABOUT
WHAT WE GIVE UP, BUT ALSO ABOUT WHAT WE MAKE ROOM FOR: DEEPER PRAYER,
HUMBLE REPENTANCE, AND RENEWED AWARENESS OF GOD’S MERCY BREAKING INTO
OUR ORDINARY DAYS.

THE WILDERNESS IMAGERY OF LENT REMINDS US OF THAT LIFE OF FAITH IS OFTEN A
JOURNEY THROUGH DESOLATE PLACES BEFORE REACHING GREEN PASTURES. THE
ISRAELITES WANDERED FORTY YEARS BEFORE ENTERING THE LAND OF PROMISE;
CHRIST SPENT FORTY DAYS IN THE DESERT BEFORE BEGINNING HIS MINISTRY. AND SO,
ITISWITH US, THESE FORTY DAYS INVITE US TO TRAVEL LIGHT, TO LEAVE BEHIND
WHATEVER WEIGHS DOWN OUR HEARTS, AND TO TRUST THAT GOD IS SHAPING US IN
THE SILENCE, IN THE HUNGER, IN THE WAITING.

THIS SEASON INVITES US TO SLOW DOWN ENOUGH TO LISTEN, TO THE WORD, TO OUR
NEIGHBOR, TO THE QUIET WHISPER OF GRACE. FASTING AND PRAYER ARE NOT ENDS IN
THEMSELVES; THEY OPEN SPACE FOR TRANSFORMATION. WHEN WE ABSTAIN FROM
NOISE, INDULGENCE, OR DISTRACTION, WE MAKE ROOM FOR THE SPIRIT’S GENTLE
WORK. WHEN WE GIVE ALMS, WE ACT OUT THE GENEROUS HEART OF CHRIST IN A
WORLD TOO OFTEN MARKED BY SCARCITY AND SELF-INTEREST.

YET LENT IS NOT ALL SOMBERNESS. TUCKED EVEN WITHIN THE SOLEMN HYMNS AND
PURPLE TONES IS AN UNDERCURRENT OF JOY, THE JOY OF KNOWING THAT EVERY
JOURNEY OF REPENTANCE IS ALSO A JOURNEY BACK INTO LOVE. THE CROSS LOOMS
ON THE HORIZON NOT AS A SYMBOL OF DEFEAT BUT AS THE GATEWAY TO
RESURRECTION LIFE. GOD’S MERCY IS NOT A REWARD FOR OUR PIETY; IT IS THE
GROUND WE WALK ON, THE AIR WE BREATHE, THE PROMISE THAT RENEWS US DAILY.
SO, DEAR FRIENDS, AS WE STEP TOGETHER THROUGH THESE FINAL WEEKS OF LENT,
LET US NOT LOSE HEART. LET US ENCOURAGE ONE ANOTHER IN FAITHFULNESS. LET US
BE HONEST ABOUT OUR THIRST, YET CONFIDENT IN THE ONE WHO OFFERS LIVING
WATER. LET US PREPARE OUR HEARTS NOT ONLY FOR THE MORNING OF HOLY WEEK
BUT FOR THE BRIGHT DAWN OF EASTER MORNING WHERE LIFE TRIUMPHS OVER
DEATH, AND GRACE HAS THE FINAL WORD.

MAY THE LORD BLESS YOU AND KEEP YOU; MAY HIS FACE SHINE UPON YOU IN THESE
WEEKS OF REFLECTION AND RENEWAL, AND MAY HIS PEACE WALK BESIDE YOU ON THIS
LENTEN ROAD.
