Funeral Customary

Whether you're reading this at a time loss, or planning for the future, we pray this packet helps make difficult
decisions a little bit easier. Below are a few guidelines to assist you as you plan.

Day of the Week

We encourage you to plan for a funeral on any day Monday through Friday. Galilee will do our best to honor officiant
requests; the Associate Rector is unavailable on Mondays and the Rector is unavailable on Fridays. Our staff is
available on the weekdays to make the service seamless, and maintain a high quality. On Saturday there are no staff
here except the sexton, and we cannot guarantee the same quality of service that we offer on weekdays.

Music and Readings

Galilee of course is a Christian church and therefore things that might be permitted in a funeral home may not be
appropriate here. While we want to allow latitude for individuality, there are certain songs, poems, and excerpts from
literature that may run contrary to the Christian ethos. If the clergy feel that a proposed reading or song is not a fit,
they will let you know. Many people find that the reception is an appropriate place for additional readings or songs.

Although we have offered Scripture and hymn suggestions in this packet, they are suggestions. You are free to choose
other Scriptures and hymns. Pre-recorded music is not permitted in the funeral service.

If you wish to have an additional instrumentalist "plug into" our audio system, please talk with Lindsay McCaw in
advance.

If you wish to have Soloist/Extra Musicians, Mary Dolch our organist can schedule the person/persons requested.

If you do not wish to use our organist for the service, there is a "bench fee"--common in churches, of half the regular
fee. The bench fee ensures that our organist (though not playing) will still be the point person to ensure that your
musical expectations are met.

Receptions
Tucker Hall is available for receptions, but our funeral reception committee only provides refreshments on Tuesdays
or Fridays.

Slide shows
If you have the reception in Tucker Hall, you are welcome to project photos during the reception. We do not project
photos in the church before, during or after the service.

Flowers
If the reception is occuring in Tucker Hall, flowers sent by friends for the service will be displayed there. If the
reception is elsewhere, please have flowers sent to the reception site.

Memorabilia
If memorabilia is to be displayed, please set it up at the reception site.

Eulogies
We find that sometimes mourners grow exhausted by long periods of time spent in multiple eulogies. We recommend
three or fewer speakers, five minute time targets, and written notes (to keep the comments on track).

Alcohol
Please do not bring alcohol into the church to toast the deceased. This is more fitting for offsite receptions.

The steadfast love of the LORD never ceases, his mercies never come to an end; they are new every
morning; great is your faithfulness. ‘The LORD is my portion,” says my soul, ‘therefore I will hope in
him.” The LORD is good to those who wait for him, to the soul that seeks him. It is good that one
should wait quietly for the salvation of the LORD. For the Lord will not reject for ever. Although he
causes grief, he will have compassion according to the abundance of his steadfast love; for he does not
willingly afflict or grieve anyone.

O Wisdom of Solomon 3:1-5, 9

But the souls of the righteous are in the hand of God, and no torment will ever touch them. In the eyes
of the foolish they seemed to have died, and their departure was thought to be a disaster, and their
going from us to be their destruction; but they are at peace. For though in the sight of others they were
punished, their hope is full of immortality. Having been disciplined a little, they will receive great
good, because God tested them and found them worthy of himself; ... Those who trust in him will
understand truth, and the faithful will abide with him in love, because grace and mercy are upon his
holy ones, and he watches over his elect.

0O Job 19:21-27a

Have pity on me, have pity on me, O you my friends, for the hand of God has touched me! Why do
you, like God, pursue me, never satisfied with my flesh? ‘O that my words were written down! O that
they were inscribed in a book! O that with an iron pen and with lead they were engraved on a rock for
ever! For | know that my Redeemer lives, and that at the last he will stand upon the earth; and after my
skin has been thus destroyed, then in my flesh 1 shall see God, whom | shall see on my side, and my
eyes shall behold, and not another.

There is a river whose streams make glad the city
of God, the holy habitation of the Most High. God is in the midst of the city; it shall not be moved;
God will help it when the morning dawns. The nations are in an uproar, the kingdoms totter; he utters
his voice, the earth melts. The LORD of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob is our refuge.

O Psalm 90

Lord, you have been our dwelling-place in all generations. Before the mountains were brought forth, or
ever you had formed the earth and the world, from everlasting to everlasting you are God. You turn us
back to dust, and say, ‘Turn back, you mortals.” For a thousand years in your sight are like yesterday
when it is past, or like a watch in the night. You sweep them away; they are like a dream, like grass
that is renewed in the morning; in the morning it flourishes and is renewed; in the evening it fades and
withers. For we are consumed by your anger; by your wrath we are overwhelmed. You have set our
iniquities before you, our secret sins in the light of your countenance. For all our days pass away under
your wrath; our years come to an end like a sigh. The days of our life are seventy years, or perhaps
eighty, if we are strong; even then their span is only toil and trouble; they are soon gone, and we fly
away. Who considers the power of your anger? Your wrath is as great as the fear that is due to you. So
teach us to count our days that we may gain a wise heart. Turn, O LORD! How long?

O Psalm 106

O give thanks to the LORD, for he is good; for his steadfast love endures for ever. Who can utter the
mighty doings of the LORD, or declare all his praise? Happy are those who observe justice, who do
righteousness at all times. Remember me, O LORD, when you show favour to your people; help me
when you deliver them; that | may see the prosperity of your chosen ones, that | may rejoice in the
gladness of your nation, that | may glory in your heritage.

Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is so
high that | cannot attain it. Where can I go from your spirit? Or where can | flee from your presence? If
I ascend to heaven, you are there; if | make my bed in Sheol, you are there. If | take the wings of the
morning and settle at the farthest limits of the sea, even there your hand shall lead me, and your right
hand shall hold me fast. If | say, ‘Surely the darkness shall cover me, and the light around me become
night’, even the darkness is not dark to you; the night is as bright as the day, for darkness is as light to
you.

O Romans 8:14-19, 34-35, 37-39

For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. For you did not receive a spirit of slavery
to fall back into fear, but you have received a spirit of adoption. When we cry, ‘Abba! Father!” it is that
very Spirit bearing witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs, heirs
of God and joint heirs with Christ—if, in fact, we suffer with him so that we may also be glorified with
him. I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory about to
be revealed to us. For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the children of God;
Who is to condemn? It is Christ Jesus, who died, yes, who was raised, who is at the right hand of God,
who indeed intercedes for us. Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will hardship, or distress,
or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? No, in all these things we are more than
conquerors through him who loved us. For | am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor
rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in
all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

O 1 Corinthians 15:20-26, 35-38, 42-44, 53-58

But in fact Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who have died. For since death
came through a human being, the resurrection of the dead has also come through a human being; for as
all die in Adam, so all will be made alive in Christ. But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits,
then at his coming those who belong to Christ. Then comes the end, when he hands over the kingdom
to God the Father, after he has destroyed every ruler and every authority and power. For he must reign
until he has put all his enemies under his feet. The last enemy to be destroyed is death. But someone
will ask, ‘How are the dead raised? With what kind of body do they come?’ Fool! What you sow does
not come to life unless it dies. And as for what you sow, you do not sow the body that is to be, but a
bare seed, perhaps of wheat or of some other grain. But God gives it a body as he has chosen, and to
each kind of seed its own body. So it is with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable,
what is raised is imperishable. It is sown in dishonour, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is
raised in power. It is sown a physical body, it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a physical body,
there is also a spiritual body. For this perishable body must put on imperishability, and this mortal
body must put on immortality. When this perishable body puts on imperishability, and this mortal body
puts on immortality, then the saying that is written will be fulfilled: ‘Death has been swallowed up in
victory.” ‘Where, O death, is your victory? Where, O death, is your sting?’ The sting of death is sin,
and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus
Christ. Therefore, my beloved, be steadfast, immovable, always excelling in the work of the Lord,
because you know that in the Lord your labour is not in vain.

O 2 Corinthians 4:16 — 5:9

So we do not lose heart. Even though our outer nature is wasting away, our inner nature is being
renewed day by day. For this slight momentary affliction is preparing us for an eternal weight of glory
beyond all measure, because we look not at what can be seen but at what cannot be seen; for what can
be seen is temporary, but what cannot be seen is eternal. For we know that if the earthly tent we live in
is destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For in
this tent we groan, longing to be clothed with our heavenly dwelling— if indeed, when we have taken
it off we will not be found naked. For while we are still in this tent, we groan under our burden,
because we wish not to be unclothed but to be further clothed, so that what is mortal may be swallowed
up by life. He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who has given us the Spirit as a
guarantee. So we are always confident; even though we know that while we are at home in the body



we are away from the Lord— for we walk by faith, not by sight. Yes, we do have confidence, and we
would rather be away from the body and at home with the Lord. So whether we are at home or away,
we make it our aim to please him.

O 1 John 3:1-2

See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of God; and that is what we
are. The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know him. Beloved, we are God’s
children now; what we will be has not yet been revealed. What we do know is this: when he is
revealed, we will be like him, for we will see him as he is.

O Revelation 7:9-17

After this | looked, and there was a great multitude that no one could count, from every nation, from all
tribes and peoples and languages, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, robed in white, with
palm branches in their hands. They cried out in a loud voice, saying, ‘Salvation belongs to our God
who is seated on the throne, and to the Lamb!” And all the angels stood around the throne and around
the elders and the four living creatures, and they fell on their faces before the throne and worshipped
God, singing, ‘Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and honour and power and
might be to our God for ever and ever! Amen.’ Then one of the elders addressed me, saying, ‘“Who are
these, robed in white, and where have they come from?’ I said to him, ‘Sir, you are the one that
knows.” Then he said to me, ‘These are they who have come out of the great ordeal; they have washed
their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. For this reason they are before the throne of
God, and worship him day and night within his temple, and the one who is seated on the throne will
shelter them. They will hunger no more, and thirst no more; the sun will not strike them, nor any
scorching heat; for the Lamb at the centre of the throne will be their shepherd, and he will guide them
to springs of the water of life, and God will wipe away every tear from their eyes.’

O Revelation 21:1-6

And | saw the holy city, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride
adorned for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, ‘See, the home of God is
among mortals. He will dwell with them; they will be his peoples, and God himself will be with them;
he will wipe every tear from their eyes. Death will be no more; mourning and crying and pain will be
no more, for the first things have passed away.” And the one who was seated on the throne said, ‘See, I
am making all things new.” Also he said, ‘Write this, for these words are trustworthy and true.” Then
he said to me, ‘It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. To the thirsty |
will give water as a gift from the spring of the water of life. Those who conquer will inherit these
things, and | will be their God and they will be my children.
