The Word

READING Acts 15: 1-11
Then certain individuals came down from Judea and were teaching the brothers,
“Unless you are circumcised according to the custom of Moses, you cannot be
saved.” And after Paul and Barnabas had no small dissension and debate with
them, Paul and Barnabas and some of the others were appointed to go up to
Jerusalem to discuss this question with the apostles and the elders. So they were
sent on their way by the church, and as they passed through both Phoenicia and
Samaria, they reported the conversion of the gentiles and brought great joy to all
the brothers and sisters. When they came to Jerusalem, they were welcomed by
the church and the apostles and the elders, and they reported all that God had
done with them. But some believers who belonged to the sect of the Pharisees
stood up and said, “It is necessary for them to be circumcised and ordered to
keep the law of Moses.”

The apostles and the elders met together to consider this matter. After there had
been much debate, Peter stood up and said to them, “My brothers, you know
that in the early days God made a choice among you, that | should be the one
through whom the gentiles would hear the message of the good news and
become believers. And God, who knows the human heart, testified to them by
giving them the Holy Spirit, just as he did to us, and in cleansing their hearts by
faith he has made no distinction between them and us. Now, therefore, why are
you putting God to the test by placing on the neck of the disciples a yoke that
neither our ancestors nor we have been able to bear? On the contrary, we believe
that we will be saved through the grace of the Lord Jesus, just as they will.”

GOSPEL John 10:1-10
“Very truly, | tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but
climbs in by another way is a thief and a bandit.

Service of Holy Baptism

P:

In Holy Baptism our gracious heavenly Father liberates us from sin and death by
joining us to the death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. We are born
children of a fallen humanity; in the waters of Baptism we are reborn children of
God and inheritors of eternal life. By water and the Holy Spirit we are made
members of the Church which is the body of Christ. As we live with him and with
his people, we grow in faith, love and obedience to the will of God.

Sponsors: We present Oliver Taylor Vegrzyn to receive the Sacrament of Holy
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Baptism.

In Christian love you have presented this child for Holy Baptism. You should,
therefore, faithfully bring him to the services of God’s house and teach him the
Lord’s Prayer, the Creed and the Ten Commandments. As he grows in years, you
should place in his hands the Holy Scriptures and provide for his instruction in the
Christian faith, that, living in the covenant of his Baptism and in communion with
the Church, he may lead a godly life until the day of Jesus Christ.
