The Word

FIRST READING Jonah 1
Now the word of the Lord came to Jonah son of Amittai, saying, “Go at once to
Nineveh, that great city, and cry out against it, for their wickedness has come up
before me.” But Jonah set out to flee to Tarshish from the presence of the Lord.
He went down to Joppa and found a ship going to Tarshish; so he paid his fare
and went on board, to go with them to Tarshish, away from the presence of the
Lord.

But the Lord hurled a great wind upon the sea, and such a mighty storm came
upon the sea that the ship threatened to break up. Then the sailors were afraid,
and each cried to his god. They threw the cargo that was in the ship into the sea,
to lighten it for them. Jonah, meanwhile, had gone down into the hold of the ship
and had lain down and was fast asleep. The captain came and said to him, “What
are you doing sound asleep? Get up; call on your god! Perhaps the god will spare
us a thought so that we do not perish.”

The sailors said to one another, “Come, let us cast lots, so that we may know on
whose account this calamity has come upon us.” So they cast lots, and the lot fell
on Jonah. Then they said to him, “Tell us why this calamity has come upon us.
What is your occupation? Where do you come from? What is your country? And of
what people are you?” “l am a Hebrew,” he replied. “I worship the Lord, the God
of heaven, who made the sea and the dry land.” Then the men were even more
afraid and said to him, “What is this that you have done!” For the men knew that
he was fleeing from the presence of the Lord, because he had told them so.

Then they said to him, “What shall we do to you, that the sea may quiet down for
us?” For the sea was growing more and more tempestuous. He said to them,
“Pick me up and throw me into the sea; then the sea will quiet down for you, for |
know it is because of me that this great storm has come upon you.” Nevertheless,
the men rowed hard to bring the ship back to land, but they could not, for the sea
grew more and more stormy against them. Then they cried out to the Lord,
“Please, O Lord, we pray, do not let us perish on account of this man’s life. Do not
make us guilty of innocent blood, for you, O Lord, have done as it pleased you.”



So they picked Jonah up and threw him into the sea, and the sea ceased from its
raging. Then the men feared the Lord even more, and they offered a sacrifice to
the Lord and made vows.

But the Lord provided a large fish to swallow up Jonah, and Jonah was in the belly
of the fish three days and three nights.

SECOND READING Romans 4:13-25

For the promise that he would inherit the world did not come to Abraham or to
his descendants through the law but through the righteousness of faith. For if it is
the adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is
void. For the law brings wrath, but where there is no law, neither is there
transgression.

For this reason the promise depends on faith, in order that it may rest on grace,
so that it may be guaranteed to all his descendants, not only to the adherents of
the law but also to those who share the faith of Abraham (who is the father of all
of us, as it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations”), in the
presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into
existence the things that do not exist. Hoping against hope, he believed that he
would become “the father of many nations,” according to what was said, “So
shall your descendants be.” He did not weaken in faith when he considered his
own body, which was already as good as dead (for he was about a hundred years
old), and the barrenness of Sarah’s womb. No distrust made him waver
concerning the promise of God, but he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory to
God, being fully convinced that God was able to do what he had

promised. Therefore “it was reckoned to him as righteousness.” Now the words,
“it was reckoned to him,” were written not for his sake alone but for ours also. It
will be reckoned to us who believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from the
dead, who was handed over for our trespasses and was raised for our
justification.
