The Holy Spirit (continued)

PROVERBS 6:16-19.

Before we continue with the studies on the Holy Spirit, let us
address something. It was said recently that Proverbs 6:16-19
can be looked at as a choice. A comment was made that God
leaves us with a choice as which of the seven vices are not hated
by God. The reasoning was, if I understand, that God said He
hates six but finds a seventh an abomination. The speaker said,
“we can debate which one God meant is an abomination.”

That would leave us making decisions that we are not meant to
do. So, what is Proverbs 6:16-19 teaching? God is using the X+1
formula (six...yes seven). This is simply a way of stating
something indefinite, that is, the list is not exhaustive. Seven
things are listed that are an “abomination” (repugnant) to the
Lord God.

There are many more vices we can add to this list as found
throughout scriptures. Something that is repugnant to God is
something He hates. He hates all seven listed here and many
more sins!

To say, that ‘we can debate about which vice/sin God does not
find repugnant’, is a way to say, [ have no idea what this text
means. God does hold us accountable to our teaching of His
Word. Proper understanding is a must. A teacher is doubly
accountable to what he/she teaches. (See James 3:1)

Note: This goes to our understanding of the Holy Spirit’s

inspiration of the Word. God is not the author of confusion.
There is ONE understanding of all scriptures. We must find that.
