The Holy Spirit (continued)

A powerful verse is found in Titus 3:5: “He saved us, not on the basis
of deeds which we have done in righteousness, but according to His
mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy
Spirit.” Note: regeneration and renewing are synonymous terms.

“He saved us” is connected to our washing, i.e., the time of our
baptism. To understand this washing as a reference to our baptism will
make sense in light of Romans 6:1-4.

In a way, we can think of our baptism as our own personal Pentecost!
The Holy Spirit is given to us at baptism, also! See: Peter’s Pentecost
sermon in Acts 2:37-39. There it reads that we will receive the gift of
the Holy Spirit at baptism. NOT a gift from the Holy Spirit.

We are saved at the point of Christian baptism. Period. Not before like
some teach. Some say, there is such a thing as ‘Holy Spirit baptism’.
So, if that is true, then we have two baptisms. However, Eph. 4:5
teaches clearly that there is only one baptism.

Consider then, Spirit baptism and water baptism are the same event.
The one baptism is found in Eph. 4:5. The bodies have an outside
baptism in water, and our inside is baptized in the Spirit. God changes
us on the inside. (regeneration and renewing)

Note: Hebrews 10:22: “Let us draw near with a pure heart in full
assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil
conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.”

There is nothing magical about the water at baptism. We are saved at
baptism because God wills it to be. Salvation is in the mind of God.
Amen!
