The Holy Spirit — continued.

We mentioned that the Holy Spirit empowers us, Christians.
This power is given to us, but we must respond to it. Philippians
2:12 tells us we must work out our salvation with fear and
trembling. Then, the next verse, verse 13, says the purpose: For
it is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His
good pleasure. Simple, our being empowered is for God and all
about God!

Just how does the Spirit work in us for God’s pleasure? First, He
leads us. (Romans 8:14.) Galatians 5:16 says we walk by the
Spirit. (Also, Gal. 5:25.) Some believe this means the Spirit
guides us by inwardly showing God’s will. They mean by this
God is telling them in some mystical way what to do in difficult
choices. Wrong.

Our knowledge is always based upon Scripture. The Scripture
we already have and should know. When I hear someone say,
‘God told me’, then I run away as fast as I can. If they say,
Scripture says, then we can talk.

The Spirit in a sense takes our hands and leads us on the path of
righteousness. This is never a subjective experience. Christianity
is a taught religion. It is never based on feelings. If that is a
person’s approach, how they feel about something, then we all
may feel different. That leads to confusion.

Conclusion: We are being led by the Spirit as Christians. God
wants us to walk in the path of righteousness for His name’s
sake.
