Morning Time

When you go into your child’s room, cuddle 
them and say: “Good morning! Jesus is the 
best friend you will ever have! And He will 
be your friend forever and ever!”

Cuddle Time

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God, it’s 
amazing to think that Jesus is in Heaven 
right now preparing a place for all of His 
friends. Thank You for Your Son, Jesus. 
Jesus truly is the best friend ever! Thank 
You! Thank You! Thank You!”

Drive Time

While on the go, look for people working on 
roads, buildings, yards, gardens, etc. Talk 
about what they are preparing and how it 
will be used when they are done. End by 
saying, “Jesus is preparing a place for us in 
Heaven where all of His friends will be with 
Him forever.”

Bath Time

Ask your child to help you prepare 
everything for bath time. (Lay out clean 
clothes, run the water, get a towel and 
wash cloth, make sure there is shampoo 
and soap, etc.) As you bathe your child, 
talk about everything you did together to 
prepare for bath time. Then talk about how 
Jesus is in Heaven right now preparing a 
place where all of His friends will be with 
Him forever.
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
