Focus Passage: John 17:18-26
[bookmark: _ul8lilcsm8cg]Icebreaker: If you were sent on a mission anywhere in the world for a year, where would you go and why?
[bookmark: _sahxdsp1cmiu]Leader Transition: Pastor Keith reminded us that Jesus didn’t just pray for His disciples, He prayed for us. And in that prayer, we see that we are not just saved from something, but sent into something. Let’s explore what it means to live as people who are sent by Jesus into the world.
[bookmark: _zvr52x88sx4]Discussion Questions 
1. Pastor Keith said we are not just saved from sin, but sent into the world. How does John 17:18 reshape the way you think about your role as a Christian?
Leader Guide: Help the group see that being “sent” is essential to following Jesus. This is not a secondary calling; it’s part of salvation itself. Connect to Matthew 28:19–20 and emphasize that every believer is a missionary where they live, work, and play.
2. In John 17:19–20, Jesus connects being “set apart” with being sent. Why do you think that holiness and mission go together?
Leader Guide: Sanctification is not about isolation but preparation. A life set apart strengthens our witness in the world. Point to 1 Peter 1:15–16 and explain that spiritual credibility flows from spiritual integrity.
3. Pastor Keith highlighted that unity is part of our witness according to verses 20–21. How does unity actually impact whether people believe in Jesus?
Leader Guide: Jesus clearly ties unity to evangelism: “so that the world may believe.” Disunity confuses the message of the gospel. Reinforce the importance of gospel-centered unity (Ephesians 4:1–6).
4. Where do you personally see unity being challenged most, either in the church or in your own relationships, and what would it look like to respond differently this week?
Leader Guide: Encourage self-reflection, not just observation. Point them toward humility, forgiveness, and peacemaking (Colossians 3:12–14). Remind them that unity is something we actively pursue, not passively hope for.
5. Pastor Keith mentioned that Jesus has given us His glory (v.22). What do you think that means, and how should that change the way we represent Him to others?
Leader Guide: Clarify that this refers to reflecting Christ’s character and presence. We don’t generate glory; we reflect it. Connect to 2 Corinthians 3:18 and emphasize living in a way that points others to Jesus.
6. In verses 24–26, Jesus prays that we would know His love. Pastor Keith emphasized that mission flows from relationship. How does knowing you are deeply loved by God affect the way you live on mission?
Leader Guide: Mission is not driven by guilt but by love. When we are secure in Christ, we naturally want others to know Him. Point to Romans 8:15–17 and reinforce identity before activity.
7. We were challenged to live as people who are sent. What is one specific way you can live on mission this week in your everyday life?
Leader Guide: Push for clear, actionable steps. Encourage things like initiating a spiritual conversation, showing intentional kindness, or inviting someone into community. Remind them, based on Acts 1:8, that the mission starts right where they are.
