Here are a few details that you need to know: 

 

• Cost is $300, due by June 20 for JV and June 23 for Sr. High. 

• Deposit of $100 was due on April 15. 

• You had until June 1 to cancel at no cost. If you cancel after that date, you will be 

responsible for paying the full camp fee. 

• You can make your payment through the church’s registration system. We will send out 

balance reminders to keep you informed about what is owed. If you do not receive a reminder 

or would prefer to pay another way, you are welcome to bring cash or a check to the church, 

or email us for another online payment option. 

• If cost is an issue for your student, please reach out to us. Sponsorships are available. 

 

• Students who participated in Red Day (June 4) or the Make-Up Red Day (June 8) will have a 

lowered cost. 

• Red Day is a day of local service around the church and community. 

• How much of a discount each student receives is dependent on how many students we have 

registered and how many participate in Red Day. 

•If your student was unavailable on June 4 or  June 8, we are offering another service 

opportunity on July 6th. More details to come.

- Your campers’ Colors or PrimeTimes have been released! Colors are for Senior High campers, and 

Prime Times are for Junior High campers!

designated by the colors Blue, Green, Orange, Red, and Yellow. All 12th graders will be in Camo
