“The Harvest is Plentiful, Where Are The Laborers?” 

          Our community in Northeast Columbia is growing—and growing fast. New neighborhoods are rising, 
schools are being planned, and businesses are preparing to meet the needs of an expanding population.          
Families are moving in, searching for connection, purpose, and hope. 
 
          My dear brothers and sister of Long Creek Church of Christ this is not just growth this is opportunity. 
The Lord is placing souls right at our doorstep and the question before us is simple: Will we be ready? 
 
           This weekend is a special time of encouragement—a time of Revival Day of Commitment to the 
Work of the Lord. It is a call for every member of Long Creek to prayerfully consider how we can step            
forward and serve in the vineyard (Matthew 9:37–38). We cannot afford to be spectators in a season like 
this. We must be laborers. I would like to share three reasons why we should all review and renew our            
commitment to use our talents to minister to others in service (Eph 4:11). 

 
        1. Because the Harvest is Ready (John 4:35): Jesus said, “Lift up your eyes… the fields are already 
white unto harvest.”  People are moving into our area not just for homes—but they are searching for             
belonging, truth, and spiritual direction. The harvest is not coming… it is already here. If we do not reach 
them, who will? 
 
        2. Because God Has Equipped You (1 Peter 4:10): Every member has been given a gift. Whether it is 
teaching, serving, encouraging, organizing, or giving—you have something the Lord can use. The work of the 
church is not reserved for a few—it is the responsibility and privilege of us all. You may feel small, but in the 
hands of God, your contribution is significant. 
 
        3. Because Eternal Impact is at Stake (1 Corinthians 15:58): “Be steadfast… always abounding in the 
work of the Lord, knowing that your labor is not in vain.” When you give your time, your talent, and your            
treasure—you are investing in something eternal. Souls are touched and lives are changed. There is no greater 
work on earth than the work of the Kingdom. 
 
        Closing Charge:  Let us have a day of worship that’s more than a day of teaching—it will be a day of           
spiritual renewal, reflection, and rededication to the work of the Lord. I pray that each of us comes prepared to 
be encouraged, ready to be challenged, and willing to commit to working in the vineyard of the Lord—
maximizing our Time, Talent, and Treasure for His glory.   

 
Let this not be just another Sunday…Let it be a turning point. A moment where we move from hearing to              

doing…From observing to engaging…From intention to action. The vineyard is calling. The Lord is watching 
and the harvest is waiting.
