As Long Creek continues to grow, we are seeing more people come through our doors—people that are
searching, hurting, and trying to find their way back to God. With that growth comes both a beautiful
opportunity and a real challenge to extend the love of God as the answer to their broken lives; however, we
must strike the right balance between God’s grace and His truth.

One way we do this is by remaining humble enough to acknowledge that some of us are still battling
brokenness ourselves.

We must never lose our footing on God’s Word. Sin is still sin. It cannot be renamed, excused, or
ignored. Real love tells the truth, even when it is uncomfortable. If we stop calling sin what it is, we stop
pointing people to the very thing that can set them free but at the same time, truth must never be used as a
weapon.

My Long Creek family we must also remember who we are. The apostle Paul reminds us in 1
Corinthians 6:11, “And such were some of you...” That means:
e We were lost too.
e We struggled too.
e We needed grace too.

So when broken people walk in, they should not feel judged—they should feel hope.
e Grace says, “You can change.”
e Grace says, “God is not done with you.”
o Grace says, “We will walk with you.”

As a church, we must hold one another accountable without placing a permanent label on anyone.
When someone repents, we do not keep reminding them of their past. We do not hang a “scarlet letter”
around their neck. We believe in transformation (2 Cor 5:17).

We walk in the confidence that with Jesus came both grace and truth (John 1:17). Therefore, we must
clearly identify sin where it exists, while showing love to help one another overcome it.
We must never forget: if God can wash, sanctify, and justify us (1 Corinthians 6:11), then we must be willing
to see people not just for who they were but for who they are becoming.

Closing Thought: Long Creek is not meant to be a place for perfect people (Sinless), only Jesus did
that (He knew no sin, 2 Cor 5:21). It is a place where truth is preached clearly, grace is extended freely, and
people are restored fully. In this season of growth, we must guard our hearts—not to compromise truth, not
to lose compassion, and not to forget our own story. This is not a new struggle. This is an age-old battle the
church has always faced: holding firmly to truth while extending genuine grace. Long Creek must unite
behind both—not truth alone, not grace alone, but truth and grace—together.
