What You Need:  June 9 Social Instruction Pages, Game Sets, Roku Game Instructions, Hot and Cold
Printable (1 set per group), painter’s tape
What You Do:

Play worship songs and other songs available on Roku during the Social Game or while kids are
playing.
Using the supplies and game instruction page, choose one game to play with the kids today.
As you are playing, use this as a time to call each kid by name and learn their names well.

Say:  That was a fun game to get us ready to watch our Bible video. Let’s sit and listen to our story
today.”

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Bible Story Video (10 minutes)
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Bible Story Recap-  Say This!
That was great!  Thanks, Super Crew!
In today’s Bible story, David protected Mephibosheth (meh FIB oh sheth) and brought him
into his home because he valued him.  Let’s say the name Mephibosheth, “Mephibosheth.”
Mephibosheth had a disability and needed help walking.  A disability means that someone
might need extra help with things like walking or talking.  Mephibosheth was created by God
and valued by God and David.  God makes us all one of a kind and knows everything about
us.  God used Mephibosheth’s weakness for good.  The Bible tells us that when we are weak,
God is strong.  We are all one of a kind and special to God.
Our Super Clue today is treasure box.  A treasure box is where we put things we value or
treasure.  God made us special and values us.  We are His treasure!
Let’s pray and talk to God. We can thank Him for making us so special. When we pray we
close our eyes and are quiet so we can focus on talking and listening to God.  Let’s pray in 3-2-
1.  “God, thank You for making us special and treasuring us.  We love You!  Amen.”

Can you say the Big Deal with me?
One of a Kind!(hold 1 finger out in front of you)
God (Point Up)
Made Me Special! (show two thumbs up)
Let’s do that a few more times.

Bible Passage:  David was kind to Mephibosheth- 2 Samuel 4; 9
Bottom Line: God made me with value.
Leader Context: Today we are highlighting that God made us with value. In 2
Samuel 4 and 9 we see through David’s kindness that David valued Mephibosheth.
This reminds us that God shows loving-kindness to us. God created all people with
value. 
THE WIN FOR SUNDAY GROUPS: Give kids a first look at The Bible, Jesus, and our
need for a Savior by embracing their physical needs or engaging their interests. Use
The Code when necessary to help redirect kids and build relationships.



Things I Treasure(20 minutes)
What You Need: Things I treasure printable (1 per kid), crayons, Treasure stickers (1
set per kid)
Say: 
Today we are talking about how God made us with value.  We are important to Him.  
Does anyone remember today’s Super Clue? (allow responses)  Yes!  Today’s Super
Clue is a treasure box.  (Show a “Things I Treasure” printable)  Let’s thing about
things that are special to us. I want you to draw pictures of these things inside your
treasure box or use the stickers in front of you.  When everyone is done, we will each
share one or two things we put in our treasure boxes.  (Encourage kids to think of at
least two things they value.  Assist them in coming up with ideas as needed.)
Say : We put things we value or treasure in special places, like a treasure box.  It can
be so much fun to have things we treasure, but did you know God treasures us?  We
are valuable to God.  God made each of us one of a kind and with value.  We are
valued so much that Jesus came from heaven to earth to make a way for us to know
God and be His friend forever.  Today’s Big Deal is “One of a Kind!  God Made Me
Special.”  Let’s say it together.  Use motions and let’s say it together.  God made us
special, and He values us. He says we are His treasure.”

Say: 
What was our Super Clue today? (a treasure box)  What does it help us
remember?(A treasure box is where we put things we value.  God made us
special and values us.  We are HIs treasure.)
What was your favorite part of the Bible story?
How did God made you one of a kind? What is special about you? 
God made me with value.  What does it mean that God values us? (We are
important to Him. We are His treasure.)
What is something you learned about God today?
What can you tell your friends and families about this week?

Our Big Deal is, "One of a Kind!  God Made Me Special!
One of a Kind!(hold 1 finger out in front of you)
God (Point Up)
Made Me Special! (show two thumbs up)
