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Armor of God- Put on all the armor God gives you so you can stand strong when things
get tough. With God’s help, you can stay strong and do what’s right no matter what
happens. Eph 6:13
Bible- Apr 1-  Matthew 23 We fight evil with righteousness.
Memory Verse: Ephesians 6:13

Read: Ephesians 6:10-12, 14; Matthew 23
In This Passage: Paul talks about the spiritual battle we’re fighting against evil and tells us to put on
body armor of God’s righteousness. In Matthew 23, Jesus tells the Pharisees that they may look
righteous on the outside, but on the inside their hearts are dirty. True righteousness comes from Jesus’
love in our hearts.
Bible Point: We fight evil with righteousness.
Memory Verse: “Therefore, put on every piece of God’s armor so you will be able to resist the enemy in
the time of evil. Then after the battle you will still be standing firm” (Ephesians 6:13).
Dig Deeper
You’ll Be Teaching: We fight evil with righteousness. Righteousness is a hard word to define, and too
often Christians define it as a checklist of right actions. But the Pharisees had their checklist down pat,
and they weren’t truly righteous. True righteousness is something God puts in our hearts, and our body
armor helps protect it!
Think About: What does righteousness mean to you? How can you use it to fight evil?
Dig In to Prayer
Ask God to guard your kids’ hearts against evil with the body armor of his righteousness.
Quick Tip
When kids are struggling to abide by your classroom rules, put your hands on their shoulders and pray
for them (either aloud or silently) to have God’s armor to help them fight against the temptation to act
up. Your calming, prayerful presence can sometimes help settle down a child more than a stern
lecture.

We’ll focus on one key Bible verse connected to what we’re learning in
Impact Kids.
