Bible Passage:  Jesus was tempted- Matthew 4:1-11
Bottom Line: I can stand strong in truth.
Leader Context: This April we not only get to celebrate Easter, but we also get to teach kids the
Simple Truth that they are set apart, which means they can live in ways that glorify God.* Kids will
learn that when they stand strong, celebrate, believe, and share the truth, they point others to God.
Today kids are learning the story of Jesus being tempted in the wilderness from Matthew 4. When
Jesus was tempted, He stood strong in truth. (Read Matthew 4:10.) In a world that is full of
temptation, kids can step up and show they are set apart by standing strong in truth.
THE WIN FOR SUNDAY GROUPS: Give kids a first look at The Bible, Jesus, and our need for
a Savior by embracing their physical needs or engaging their interests. Use The Code when
necessary to help redirect kids and build relationships.
