Prepare:  Who in your family do you think God wants you to share Jesus with this
week?  Take time to pray for them.

This month as we talk about how to share big news with people
we know and don’t know, be encouraged that God works through our life stories
for His glory.  Each of us has a story of God’s love and faithfulness.  We can share
this with everyone we know.
