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Read- Matthew 19:13-15; Mark 10:13-16
Highlight: Mark 10:14
We have spent the last month teaching kids they are known and this week we get to teach
kid that God values them. In our Bible story from Matthew 19:13-15 and Mark 10:13-16, we will
see that Jesus valued children. Jesus’ friends, the disciples, were trying to keep children
away from Jesus. They wanted Jesus to be able to focus on more “important” things. But
Jesus welcomed the children, showing His love and care for them. When kids are thinking,
I’m just a kid- do I really matter? we get to teach them, “Yes! You do matter!” Jesus loves,
values and welcomes them to trust and follow Him. They don’t have to wait until they are
adults. Jesus invites them into a relationships with Him right now! 
Reflect-  How can you show the children in your life that God values them?

Pray with them.
Celebrate the God-given gifts I see in them.
Invite them to worship with me.

Pray:  God, thank You that You value all people.  Thank You for this reminder that You love
and value children.  Work through me to share Your love with the children in my life.
Prepare:  As a child, did you feel seen, known and valued?  How can God work through you
to show HIs love and value to the kids in your life?
