Message Passage: Luke 10:17-20, Isaiah 14:12-14 & Matthew 13:24-30
Small Group Passage: Ephesians 6:10-20

TEACHING AND VIDEO NOTES




If we now know the enemy's plans, how will we respond? How do we stand against
the plans of the enemy? We do not have to answer that question on our own.
Instead, we can learn from the Truth of scripture to answer that very question.

SMALL GROUP DISCUSSION

READ: Ephesians 6:10-20

Vs 12 - Paul is abundantly clear that we have one enemy, his name is Satan. Our battle
is not against flesh and blood. The issue is that we can easily lose sight of this and
treat other people as the enemy. How can we resist this temptation and live as if
Satan is our enemy, rather than the people?

Vs 13 - We are to “put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you
may be able to stand your ground.” Notice how the armor of God does not keep the
day of evil from coming. Instead, it prepares us for it. Why is this so important to
understand and remember?

Vs 14 - We are to put on the breastplate of righteousness as we take our stand against
the enemy. This means that righteousness should define our lives. Why is this a
non-negotiable as we stand against Satan's plan and temptation?

. Vs15 - How does the truth of the Gospel and the piece that it brings give us the
strength to stand against the enemy?

Vs 17 - In verse 17, we are told to take the helmet of salvation. What does it mean to
take hold of or grasp our salvation daily?

. Vs 13 - We are to put on the full armor of God. Not most. Not some. All! Is there a piece
of the armor of God that is easy to forget or neglect?

Vs 18-20 - Many people stop reading about the full armor of God at verse 17. But Paul'’s
command to “pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests,”
while not listed as part of the Armor of God, is still meant to be viewed as part of the
plan by which we stand against the Enemy. Why is that prayer, specifically praying on
all occasions, must be part of our plan to stand against the enemy?
