Life Check: Purpose
Study Questions

. Do you truly believe that you are God’s masterpiece, or do you see yourself as

“‘unworkable” or rejected? Explain why.

. What gifts, talents, or life experiences has God uniquely given you? Are you

actively using those gifts, or have you been neglecting them? How so?

In what simple areas of your life (family, work, community,church) might God
already be calling you to honor Him and live out your purpose?

What lies or negative beliefs about yourself have ever prevented you, or might

currently be preventing you, from embracing your divine purpose? (Research a few
bible verses that counteract those thoughts, write them down, then begin believing the truth of
God’s word.)

How do you typically respond to God’s “chiseling” process in your life? Do you
resist, avoid, or lean into it? How has that helped or hindered you in fulfilling your
purpose?

Are there areas of your life that you sense are not aligned with God'’s purpose?
What are they and are you willing to let them go?

Are you willing to be used by God and fully surrender your plans to His purpose?
Why or why not?

Do you trust God, in spite of your flaws, to be the visionary and Master Artist for
your life even when it might feel uncomfortable? Why or why not?

What is one specific step you can take this week to pursue your divine purpose
more intentionally? (if there is someone you can invite into your journey for accountability and
encouragement take time to reach out to them this week and have them pray with you regarding
this step.)

Memory Verse of the Week:
Ephesians 2:10 NLT — “For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in
Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.”

Practice Prayer:

"Heavenly Father, thank you for making me a masterpiece. Thank you for giving me
gifts and talents. Help me to discover more of my kingdom purpose. Help me to be a
willing vessel and to be obedient to what you are asking me to do. Chisel away the
things that are not like You and transform my heart, so that the work in me is
completed by the artistry of Your Master hands. In Jesus name, Amen.”
