CoAction found a community partner to expand attainable housing solutions for low-income 
families. In 2023, CoAction merged with Housing Opportunities and combined resources to 
now provide over 1500 families with an affordable, safe and secure home. In addition to the 
many properties located in Valpo (Aurora View Apartments pictured below), CoAction has 
recently built new housing in Portage. New housing projects are also starting in La Porte and 
Hobart.
