JESUS FIRST

“He must become more important. | must
become less important” (John 3:30 NirV).

When John spoke these words, he was
talking about Jesus! It’s as if John were
saying, “This is about Jesus!

Though John had lots
of followers of his own, he encouraged
them to follow Jesus instead. John
understood that his main job was to point
people to Jesus.
