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INTRODUCTION

Welcome to Books of the Bible At-a-Glance, a fast and assured way to get students to
understand what each book of the Bible is about and how it contributes to the whole.
Each sheet contains the very basics which you can use while teaching as a series or as
lessons in and of themselves!

What’s in this Package

Every book of the Bible is covered on a separate sheet. Even though the Bible
is a wealth of different types of information, subtitles on each page help students
understand its important points. The subtitles vary slightly, based on the different
types of books. However most look like this:

Book Title: Its proper name.

Order in the Bible: Each book is presented in its appropriate order number of the
66 total books: 1- 39 in the Old Testament, and 1 - 27 in the New Testament.

Claims to Fame: Nearly every book in the Bible contains something unique or
spectacular. Examples would be that Exodus contains the Ten Commandments
and Philemon is the New Testament Book written about a slave.

Who Authored the Book: Sometimes the book is named after its author, but
sometimes not! Sometimes kids would have no idea without a helpful sheet like
this. Examples are Solomon writing the famous Book of Proverbs and Apostle John
writing the Revelation. Here’s your chance to tell children that Moses compiled the
first five books of the Bible.

Date the Book was Written: Often a book was written hundreds of years after its
events. A good example is Genesis, which begins around 4004 BC with the creation
of Adam and continues through the death of Joseph in 1805 BC. It was compiled
by Moses almost 400 years later. Some dates, mainly those of Old Testament
writings, are highly debated. For example, the Book of Joel has a 400-year span in
the debate as to when it was written! Those we mark with a note. And of course,
the others are approximations. Include the word “approximately” before each date,
and you’ll have the right idea.

Covering this Time Period: It is great to be able to know at a glance what time
period of history a book covers. Want students to give their heads a fun shake?
Have them look at the time periods covered by the prophets, minor and major.
Some of them speak of things that have happened in the last 50 years. Some speak
of things that haven’t happened yet. If the answer is 700 BC - Future, what does
that mean? It means that the prophet prior to 700 BC prophesied about things in
the immediate future as well as things in the end times that haven’t happened yet.
It sure is fun to see what all these prophets are talking about.

Famous Stories Included: This category changes in the New Testament Epistles
to “Problems or Issues this Book is Addressing.” In the Old Testament and the
gospels, it will help students see at a glance that the Tower of Babel is in Genesis
and the Prophet Elijah being swept up to heaven happens in 2 Kings. In the New
Testament, most every epistle was penned in response to an issue happening in a
particular new church. Everything from legalism to liberalism, from the place of
circumcision to the ousting of sexual deviates was covered—showing there were
great commonalities between those times and our times!

Most Famous Verses: This came from a website of the most-searched-for verses
in each Bible book; however it was not so clinical as for editors to simply take the
first two. In some you can see Bible fans trying to come up with the same story but
starting at different places or focusing on different verses or key words. This list
also includes some scholarly ingenuity to see which verses in each book have been
most beloved to the American people.

Important Points About this Book: This section can be an outline of events. Or
it can state the overall message. If many Bible stories are in the book, it can order
them. Basically, this is the most important and informative category, telling students
briefly things they ought to remember about this particular book and in ways that
will be engaging.

® Chapter 3 covers the story of the Burning Bush and Moses’ call

@ Chapters 7-12 cover the Ten Plagues of Egypt, including the Passover, established with the 10th plague
that called for the death of the oldest child of both man and beast.

Chapters 13 begins the Exodus

God’s purpose was to protect people from germs and unhealthy living.

Moses teaches the Day of Atonement. It is a ceremony that takes place only once a year. The
High Priest enters into the Holy of Holies (the most special part of the tabernacle) and offers a

sacrifice to God for sins of the entire nation. No one else could go in there.

® During those 300 years, Israel was served by a series of 15 judges. Some were very good, like Deborah
and Samuel. Some were very evil like Abimelech who had 70 of his half-brothers killed in a conspiracy to
become king.

® The judges often made poor, unethical choices because they didn’t seek God for their decisions but did
things on their own. However, they had God as their king, which kept them out of deep trouble.

This was a
remarkable leap of faith for a young girl, who would have had many chances to remarry in the familiarity
of her own people.

® Her mother-in-law was Naomi. With Naomi’s wisdom and God’s grace, they moved from a situation of
beggars in Bethlehem to Ruth finding a kind and generous husband who took Naomi in as a mother also.
Ruth and the man, Boaz, had a baby boy whom they named Obed. He was the father of Jesse, who
became the father of King David.

First Samuel focuses on
the establishment of Israel as a nation.

® The people demanded a king because all the surrounding nations had one, and they were giving in to
peer pressure.

® The first king was Saul, and the second king was David. This book covers mostly the prophet Samuel
growing up, King Saul’s good and bad adventures, and his chasing down David to try to kill him. The
book ends with the death of Saul.

1 Kings continues the stories that began in 1 Samuel and continued in 2 Samuel. 1 Kings covers the reign
of David’s son, King Solomon, known as the wisest and wealthiest man alive.

The death of King Solomon occurs in Chapter 11.

In Chapter 12, Solomon’s son Rehoboam causes an uproar when he increases taxes instead of decreasing
them, according to the request of the people via the elders. The kingdom splits into two and remains
two kingdoms until the Babylonian invasion and exile, beginning in 586 BC

The story of Elijah and the prophets of Baal is in 1 Kings 18. However most of 1 Kings after the split in the

kingdom are snippets of each of the kings. They include the kings of Israel and the kings of Judah. Each
snippet says whether that king did good or evil in the eyes of the Lord. Most did evil!

He helped Israel keep its foot out of several traps, including getting back into the habit of marrying foreigners who
worshipped other Gods.

He helped them rebuild the wall in spite of great adversity. Men were working in so much rubble that it caused
confusion, injuries, and exhaustion. Foreign kings and their people mocked them, saying they were feeble and
couldn’t finish. But they did. The wall was said to have been completed in Chapter 6.

® Nehemiah continued to help until people were resettling in Jerusalem. In the last chapter, 13, he oversees the laws
being reestablished and a very organized temple.

® Ezekiel then lived among the Jewish exiles in Babylon. He lived in a riverside community south of Babylon called Tel Aviv where
over 10,000 exiled Jews had been taken. He prophesied there for around 22 years.

Ezekiel gave his people hope. But he also prophesied about the end of times, and those prophesies included Israel becoming a

® nation again after years of wandering the earth. That came true in 1948. It was prophesied by Ezekiel after God gave him a vision
of mountains of dry bones coming back together and gathering flesh on their bones. Because that took place in Ezekiel 37, many
Bible scholars are carefully watching Ezekiel’s final chapters, 38-40 to see what details emerge in our world that will fit those
prophecies.

Hosea directed his early prophecies to Jeroboam Il, the 13th king of the Northern Kingdom around 750 BC. Israel
was full of idolatry. God planned to allow Assyria to invade if people didn’t repent. They didn’t.

He prophesied at the same time as Isaiah and about 10 years after Jonah was swallowed by the great fish and told to
prophesy to Nineveh.

Hosea obeyed God and married a woman who would not be faithful to him. He thus was able to prophesy with great
passion about how God felt about all Israel’s unfaithfulness.

The book contains warnings of the coming Assyrian invasion on the Northern Kingdom and the Babylonian invasion
of the Southern Kingdom. The northern invasion was right around the corner, occurring in 722 BC. The invasion of
the Southern Kingdom by the Babylonians, would happen 150 years later. Nobody listened to Hosea.

This book contains the famous prophecy about Jesus living for a while in Egypt as a child (see Hosea 11:1 above). His
parents took him there when Joseph was told in a dream that King Herod was trying to kill the young Messiah. They
returned from Egypt upon Herod’s death, as noted in Matthew 2:15.

He said Jonah’s three days in the belly of the fish were like the three days he would be in the grave
before the resurrection.

Jonah rejects God’s command for him to preach to Nineveh. Jonah, like many people of Israel, thought Nineveh was filthy and
beneath him. When he tried to escape to Tarshish on ship, it met up with a great storm. Reluctantly, the men on the ship through
Jonah overboard after he confessed that God’s wrath was after him.

The big fish swallowed him and threw him up on the shores of the Great Sea, probably somewhere west of Jerusalem.

Jonah then traveled to Nineveh and delivered God’s warning and judgment. He was surprised when the king repented and the
nation followed along. God reasoned with him, saying that he cared about the people of Nineveh and even their livestock.

The book contains not only one of the most famous Bible miracles but it also a great study on what can happen when we behave
like snobs.

The book is only three chapters long and almost exclusively focuses on God’s pending judgment against Nineveh.
Nineveh was the capitol of Assyria, the nation that had invaded and destroyed the Northern Kingdom (Kingdom of
Israel) nearly a hundred years earlier.

The name Nineveh may be familiar. It is the city Jonah preached to around 780 BC after he had been swallowed by
the great fish. Nineveh did repent at that time. But this is more than 200 years later, and they are up to their bad
tricks of idolatry, violence, invading the Northern Kingdom, and tormenting the Southern Kingdom (Kingdom of
Judah).

Many of God’s prophecies have come at what seem like strange times. Assyria was very strong at the time of
Nahum'’s prophesy. And 40 some years after Nahum prophesied the complete destruction of the city of Nineveh, its
Assyrian army took Jews from the Northern Kingdom into exile. It looked like a very victorious time for the
Assyrians. The 10 tribes of Israel that made up the Northern Kingdom completely disappeared into these and other
foreign peoples.

However, God was good to his word brought through Nahum. The Medean army took Nineveh in 612 BC and
destroyed it forever. It was finally excavated, dug out of the sand, in the 1800s AD.

® Haggai’s messages are simple and straightforward. God tells the people through Haggai to rebuild the temple first.
It would keep them from falling back into errors that had caused the Great Exile.

® The book is only two chapters and focuses specifically on getting the returnees to build the temple as top priority.
Such would bring unity, faith, and strength back to them.

He
prophesies at the same time as Haggai, but while Haggai’s messages were full of caution, Zechariah’s are full of hope and
encouragement.

@® Chapters 9-14 are thought to have been given much later in his life. They refer mostly to the coming of the Messiah, both his life
and death and his future return.

Some say that is because one is a list of legal parentage and the other is a bloodline. Because women
died in childbirth often and men had come to have less longevity, often there were remarriages and
adoptions. The list in Matthew contained names of legal parents, or those who were the parents at the
time a person came of age.

Important Points about the Book:

@® This book is just a few lines longer than 3 John. Jude reminds his readers that all the disciples and apostles had
warned about false teachers and prophets that were coming to deceive. He encourages them to focus on Jesus
Christ and to watch out for each other so that no one is misled into error.

@® The book mentions two stories which are not in our Bible but would make us very curious! One is that Satan tried
to argue with the Archangel Michael over top of Moses’ dead body! The book of Exodus only tells us that Moses
died on Mount Nebo and God had him secretly buried.

® Jude also mentions Enoch, from all the way back in Genesis, who pleased God so much that God took him to
heaven without dying. Early believers knew a lot about this great Enoch, but most of the material has been lost.

® Jude also takes many examples of peoples from the Old Testament who did not come into God’s promises because

of errors and lack of faith. The tone of this book is meant to encourage; however, it is very frank in its talk of just
consequences.

The book shows visions about a seven-year tribulation or “hard time” that will come upon the earth, and
after that, Jesus will return. He invites everyone to be part of his new heaven and new earth who want

to be with him.
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
