GOAT | Week 3 of 3 (outline) – The Great Co-Mission | Coleader.co

Big Idea: Jesus commissions us to reach this world, and He walks in co-mission with us.
Scripture: Matthew 28:16-20

CAPTURE (Why should students pay attention to and care about your message?) 

SCRIPTURE (What does God’s Word say?) 
16 Then the eleven disciples left for Galilee, going to the mountain where Jesus had told them to go. 17 When they saw him, they worshiped him—but some of them doubted! 18 Jesus came and told his disciples, “I have been given all authority in heaven and on earth. 19 Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. 20 Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age. (Matthew 28:16-20 – NLT) 

INSIGHTS (What might this Scripture mean?) 
1. The Great Commission is for you, too.
2. This Great Commission becomes a Co-mission with Jesus.
16 Then the eleven disciples left for Galilee, going to the mountain where Jesus had told them to go. 17 When they saw him, they worshiped him—but some of them doubted! (Matthew 28:16-17 – NLT)

And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age. Matthew 28:20b (NLT)

ACTION (How could we live this out?)
1. Choose to PRAY for people who don’t know Jesus
2. Choose to INVITE friends who don’t know Jesus
3. Choose to tell others what Jesus has done in your life
14 But how can they call on him to save them unless they believe in him? And how can they believe in him if they have never heard about him? And how can they hear about him unless someone tells them? (Romans 10:14 – NLT)

6 I planted the seed in your hearts, and Apollos watered it, but it was God who made it grow. 7 It’s not important who does the planting, or who does the watering. What’s important is that God makes the seed grow. (1 Corinthians 3:6-7 – NLT)

DISCUSS (What can we learn from one another?)
