We are very excited to have the school year rolling and fall on the way. I hope the change of rhythm from summer to school has been a positive one in your home!

I wanted to reach out and let you know about our next series for [your ministry name]. This three-week series is called "GOAT," which is a popular acronym for “Greatest of All Time.” Drawing from popular current debates over who or what is the GOAT (ex. Chick Fil-a or Popeyes, Marvel or DC, Michael Jordon or Lebron James) we hope to see students encounter Jesus (the true GOAT)  through 3 of his teachings on greatness found in the book of Matthew. It will break down like this:

[Date]: The GREATEST Commandment(s) – Matthew 22:37-40
Big Idea: Jesus shows he's the GOAT as he sums up all of scripture in the two Greatest Commandments that we can live out as a church and as individuals.

[Date]: The Path to GREATNESS – Matthew 23:11-12
Big Idea: Jesus teaches and shows us that the path to greatness is through serving.

[Date]: The GREAT Commission – Matthew 28:18-20
Big Idea: Jesus commissions us to reach this world, and he walks in walk in co-mission with us. 

Throughout the series, we hope to challenge students to personally live out the teaching as well as cast vision for what it looks like for our church to live out the Greatest Commandment, servant leadership, and the Great Commission into practice.

In addition to the sermon series, I want to highlight some resources and opportunities we will be making available for your students to take next steps on the teaching. 

14 Days of Love Devotional/Workbook: At the close of the teaching on the Greatest Commandments to love God and love others, we will be giving the students the challenge to do one specific and intentional act of love toward God, and one specific and intentional act of love toward their neighbor throughout the series. We will provide a devotional workbook to the students that provides instructions for the challenge.

Serving Opportunities: At the close of our teaching on how serving = greatness, we are going to introduce our students to specific ministries of our church where they can serve. Just so you are aware, those opportunities will include: [List them here]
