3) A young boy gave Jesus all that he had to Jesus. He lived out "Bring your best and commit the
rest.” Why is it important to bring what we have to Jesus in our own personal ministry?

4) Do you think some American values can get in the way of our service to Jesus? (Please explain)

5) What does it mean to you to “lean on the Lord” in your own personal ministry?

6) Jesus and the Apostles were “working” in serving the people. How can the following expression
help you: “We don’t have to serve; we get to serve.”

7) Has God ever met your need when you were trying to serve Him? (If yes, how?)

8) What was the biggest challenge to you this week, that the Holy Spirit may have been speaking to
you?

9) Was there anything you wanted to ask or say to the group this week?

10)Was there anything specific you think God wanted you to take away from this passage?

11)How can we pray for you in regard to what we studied this week? Other prayer requests are fine,
but we are also looking for a specific prayer request for you in regard to this week's passage.
