Location and Facilities

Parents Day Out is located at Kingswood
United Methodist Church, 401 W. Dundee
Road, in Buffalo Grove, lllinois. It is easily
accessible from Dundee Road. A large park-
ing area is adjacent to the building.

Kingswood United Methodist Church offers
spacious and attractive rooms designed to
enhance our program goals. The building
meets the most recent standards for fire and
other safety measures. Children and parents
will enjoy the outstanding facilities available.
Both classrooms have a child-accessible
bathroom, an outdoor playground just west
of the main building, and the large “Activity
Room” is used for gym time during
inclement weather as well as special events.
Our facilities are designed to make the
experience enjoyable, safe and the best
environment for every child’s learning.

Present Classes
Parents Day Out is offered:

Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, 9:30 am
until 1:30 pm. Class size is limited to 16
children in the ages 2 to young 3 year old
classroom and 18 children in the ages 3 to 5
year old classroom. The 3 to 5 year olds
must be able to use the washroom inde-
pendently and tolerate a structured class-
room environment. Each day must have a
minimum of 6 registered to avoid cancella-
tion.

Registration and Fees

A 50% deposit of the session fees is re-
quired with the return of the completed
registration form as well as a $60 non-
refundable registration fee per child . The
balance is due by June Ist. Refunds will not
be given after June Ist.

Tuition

$330 for a one day preference
$580 for a two day preference
$790 for a three day preference

Classes are filled on a first-come basis. A
confirmation letter will be sent upon
receipt of your completed registration
and deposit. If a class reaches the
maximum you will be notified and either
be put on a waiting list or offered another
class that is open.

Cancellation: If a class does not meet
minimum enrollment, the class may be com-
bined with another or will be cancelled. Par-
ents will be notified and will have the option
of changing to another class or receiving a
refund.

Objective

Our objective is two-fold:

Staffing

About our Program

Parents Day Out provides a creative learning
environment for the young child. Children
are enrolled for one, two or three days per
week, June 9 through July 30, 2026. Parents
provide their child’s snack, lunch and water
bottle. A short prayer is said before snack
time and lunch time.

Program Goals

Each child will:

sdevelop basic social skills;

sincrease independence;

sdevelop a trust in adults other than his or
her parents;

senjoy being part of a group and learn to
share and cooperate;

+develop a desire to learn;

s continually become aware of the fact that
he or she is a child of God and will
grow in God’s love.

Children are required to have a complete
physical and provide a completed lllinois
Department of Public Health Certificate of
Child Health Examination prior to the start
of the program.

Children must be the minimum age of 2
years by June |, 2026 to enroll.

Basic Curriculum

The curriculum includes preschool topics
such as colors, shapes, animals, etc., plus
Christian stories from the Bible. Bible based
stories will be taught once a month.

Curriculum Overview:

Math: Classroom activities offer many
“counting” opportunities for the children.
Children are introduced to numbers [-20,
for number recognition and quantity
concepts. Shapes and perceptual activities
are also included.

Language Arts: Language Art activities
include story time, songs, name
recognition, letter recognition and pre-
writing skills.

Music: Participants learn to use various
musical instruments. They also sing and
dance.

Motor Skills: We play many various
games/races, and play with balls, hula
hoops and other age-appropriate outdoor
equipment during gym time. Coloring,
pasting, and playing with large and small
table top toys develop fine motor skills.
