Epic of Eden Class: Begins June 18th!
Does your knowledge of the Old Testament seem
like a miscellaneous collection of people, events,
and writings? Does the culture of Biblical times
seem confusing? Would you like to understand the
theme around which the entire Bible is organized? 

Starting on June 18, 2026, Alan Armentrout will be
leading a ten-week study of the book The Epic of
Eden that examines these topics. This book was
written by an Old Testament professor in an
accessible and engaging style. The sessions will be
held on Thursday evenings from 6:30 pm to 8:00
pm. Roughly two hours of outside-of-class
preparation is expected prior to most sessions,
consisting of reading a chapter from the book and
answering questions about what was read. To
reserve your place in the class—class size is limited
to ten participants—and to have course materials
and a book made available for you, sign up outside
of the church office or contact Kimberly Reese by
June 14th. The cost of the book will be around $15.
