6:40 – 6:50am: Scripture Reading & Devotional 
Today’s reading comes from John 12:1-8. 

This scene is a scene dear to my heart. I remember hearing a sermon on this back when I was in high school. 
Here, Mary is a young woman declaring with this one act that forever and always her true love is Jesus. This is 



Mary who simply wept in front of Jesus when her brother Lazarus had died. Now Mary has poured out her 
emotions once more, this time in the form of a most precious gift as a memorial to Jesus.  
This practice of anointing guests with oil was a sign of hospitality. Think of the heat of the Middle East. Oils were 
given to guests so that they could be refreshed, kind of like how they give bowls of hot water and a towel at super 
fancy restaurants. But the pound of pure nard is an expensive perfume, not a normal oil for guests. It’s extremely 
fragrant and, as Judas viciously points out, worth 300 denarii. A denarius was a day’s worth of wages for a laborer. 
So 300 denarii means 300 days’ worth of wages, or nearly a year’s salary. Can you imagine, a year’s salary worth 
of perfume, poured out for her Savior?  
When I was younger, I was taught that the perfume was a young woman’s prize. It would be given to her to be 
saved for use on her wedding day. On her wedding day, she would prepare herself and make herself beautiful, 
not forgetting to smell fragrant as well. She would pour this expensive oil on herself so that she could be her best 
for her husband. If this is true, then what Mary has done is given her prize to Jesus. An act of devotion to Jesus, 
and only Jesus.  
In contrast, Judas condemns Mary for her actions. The author of John deliberately shares the fact that Judas 
would be betray Jesus, and is already stealing from Him. All the while, Judas is pretending to care for the poor. So, 
Jesus defends Mary. Jesus receives Mary’s beautiful act, calling it an anointing for His burial, which is another 
indication to His disciples that He will soon die for them. Jesus accepts Mary’s devotion and assigns it as 
something that no one else will be able to do. Mary is anointing Jesus, as one would have in ancient times to 
prepare a king’s burial. A king’s body is anointed with expensive perfume before being seal in his tomb.  
And the oil Mary used, spikenard, is an expensive oil because it was imported. Some archeologists claim that it 
was an oil that could also be found in King Tut’s tomb! It can be said that only Mary got to anoint Jesus for his 
burial, a burial that did not happen. For her devotion, Mary is given a special honor. 
Mary understood – she saw Jesus, the one who had come to save them. He was precious enough to her that she 
was willing to spend a fortune on anointing him, to welcome him into her home, to devote her life to him, to 
honor even if he is headed toward death. So, in a shameful (or perhaps shameless) state of undress and 
mourning, Mary comes to anoint Jesus body for burial. 
Jesus saw how Mary knew, how Mary understood. And Jesus stood up for her on her behalf.  
Do we understand, truly, deeply, fully, who Jesus is? Who is Jesus to us? And what did he do for us? 
Is he simply a good moral teacher? Simply the person whose name we use to brand ourselves as “good folk”? 
Or do we see him as our Redeemer, the lover of our soul? 
Do we see Jesus for who he truly is, just like Mary did? And how do our actions demonstrate our devotion?
