This month, our mission spotlight focuses on a local nonprofit making a real
impact in the lives of families facing challenging circumstances. Parkville
Women’s Clinic is a Christ-centered pregnancy support ministry serving
individuals and families in the Kansas City area. 

The Parkville Women’s Clinic provides free and confidential medical services
for those experiencing an unplanned pregnancy. Their licensed medical team
offers no-cost pregnancy tests, ultrasound exams, and STI screening — all
designed to help clients make informed decisions with dignity and respect.
They also connect women and families with ongoing support resources in the
community, including medical care, counseling, housing assistance, financial
help, and parenting resources.

You see, encouragement isn’t optional, it’s
structural support. Community doesn’t happen by
accident. It’s built—intentionally, faithfully,
together. So, let’s not give up meeting together!

But…Everything about being built together hinges
on one question: Are we coming to Jesus?

1 Peter 2:4 begins with this simple phrase: “As
you come to Him…” As we come daily to Jesus—
the source of life, the foundation—we discover
who we are meant to be. Living stones. Vital.
Purposeful. Connected.

When we build our relationship with Jesus, we
don’t just grow personally—we strengthen the
entire community. 

You are a living stone. I am a living stone. We are
living stones. And when we are fitted together,
cemented by love and grace, God builds
something strong.

As we move forward, may we be built together.
May we rediscover the power of us.

PASTOR’S POINT
What if the church isn’t something you attend—
but something you are? Scripture gives us a
powerful image to answer that question: a
building under construction, made not of bricks
and mortar, but of people who are being built
together by God.

If you’ve ever seen a cinder block, you know how
ordinary it looks by itself. But when those blocks
are fitted tightly together and cemented properly,
they form something strong and lasting. 

Both Paul and Peter lean into this construction
metaphor: God is building a house. 

Paul writes in Ephesians 2:21-22, “In Jesus, the
whole building is joined together… and you too
are being built together to become a dwelling in
which God lives by His Spirit.”

Peter echoes this same idea, calling Jesus the
living Stone and believers living stones, being
built into a spiritual house. If we are living
stones, being built together, that means we are a
construction project. It’s active. Ongoing.
Growing.

The apostles and prophets form our foundation.
Jesus Himself is our cornerstone—the piece that
aligns, supports, and holds everything together. 

Scripture reminds us that community is not a
moment—it’s a construction project. Friends,
when we come together, we are not just in God’s
house. We are God’s house.

Every one of you matters. Every gift you bring
strengthens the whole. Every presence provides
support. When one stone is missing, the
structure is weaker. But when we show up—
when we encourage, serve, give, and love—the
house grows stronger.

Hebrews 10:24-25 says, And let us consider how
we may spur one another on toward love and
good deeds. Let us not give up meeting together,
as some are in the habit of doing, but let us
encourage one another—and all the more as you
see the Day approaching.”
