OPENER
HOST: “Hey! Welcome to Collide. All this month we’re talking about what it means to have an origin story. An origin story is the beginning of something—like your favorite superhero. Does anyone know some cool superhero origin stories?
Pause for time and let a few kids answer. 
“Wow, you did a great job knowing so much about superheroes. Let’s test this with a game I like to call ‘Super-moji.’
SLIDE: Super-Moji
“So here is how you play, I’m going to have a slide that has some emojis on it representing the name of a superhero. I need you to raise your hand if you know the answer. Are you ready? 
As you show the slides, make comments with kids about your favorite superheroes. You may need to give some help if kids are struggling to guess the name. 
SLIDE: Spider-Man 🕷️➕👨
SLIDE: Aquaman 💧➕👨
SLIDE: Green Lantern 🟢➕🕯️
SLIDE
 Iron Man 🧲➕👨
SLIDE: Robin 🐦
“Great job! You guys really know your superheroes! Now let’s go focus our attention in worship on the One who did the most heroic thing in history!”
Worship
HOST: “I’m so excited to worship with you! One of the ways we worship is by giving praise and honor to God by singing and dancing. We can follow God no matter what. Let’s go ahead and sing about it!
VIDEO: “(Lyric Video)”
“Great job, everyone! Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!”

AFTER BIBLE STORY 

HOST: “When we see creation, we can see that God loved you for a long, long time. God cares for you and wants to have a personal relationship with you. The first step is to trust Him. On your way to small groups, think about this question:
SLIDE: Conversation Starter

[Conversation Starter] “How do you know you can trust God? Maybe it’s looking around and seeing creation all around you or reading your favorite Bible Story. Let’s go ahead and pray before we go to our groups. 

SLIDE: Theme Background
PRAYER
HOST: “God, thank You so much for today’s story. As we start this year, please help us learn about who You are as we read through parts of the Bible. We want to know You! Thank You so much for doing the most amazing thing and sending Your Son, Jesus, to help fix our broken relationship with You. We broke things, and You fixed them. Please help us know and believe that we can trust You no matter what. Thank You for loving us for a long, long time. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name, Amen.” 
Host leads group in a prayer related to what they just heard. After prayer, Host dismisses kids to Small Group.
SMALL GROUP
The BLESSED lifestyle
Begin with prayer
Take a few minutes to pray with your small group
We want to encourage the kids to start with prayer. Lead them by praying for the group.  Ask if there are any prayer requests. To make them more comfortable you can start praying then ask if anyone would like to pray after you.  
You can also use the Bottom line or monthly theme as key prayer points. 

1. Verses to Take with You
Hear from God | Memory Verse Activity
Made to Explore

What You Need:
Bibles

Cups

Index Cards

What You Do:
· Invite kids to get into pairs.
· Give each pair a Bible and direct them to look up this month’s Memory Verse, Hebrews 11:1. 

· Use the Bible Navigation tips below to help kids find the verse.
· Repeat the verse together several times.

· Ask:

· What do you think it means to be “sure of” what you do not see? (Or, to have “confidence in” what you do not see—for the NIV.)
· What things do you know exist even though you’ve never seen them? (Kids might say air or wind, love, Wi-Fi, germs, etc.)
· What do you know is true about God even though you’ve never seen Him? 
· Pause after asking kids each question to give them time to process and respond. 
· Give each group four index cards, five cups, and a pen for each kid. 
· Direct the kids to divide Hebrews 11:1 into four parts and write one part of the verse on each index card. 
· For example, if using NIrV:
· Faith is being sure of 
· what we hope for. 
· It is being sure of 
· what we do not see. Hebrews 11:1
· Create a model cup tower for the kids to reference as they build their own.
· Walk the kids through the following steps to create the cup tower:

· Set one cup upside down on the floor, and place the first index card (with the first part of Hebrews 11:1 face up) on top of the cup. 
· Place another cup on top of that card, then add the second index card on top of that cup.

· Continue stacking cups, alternating with index cards in verse order.
· As the kids successfully stack the cups, they must recite the portion of the verse on the index card they pulled out.

· Check the kid’s towers to ensure the cups are being stacked upside down. 
· Once each cup tower is complete, challenge the groups to take turns pulling an index card from the cups as fast as possible so that the cup drops onto the one underneath it.
· Encourage the kids to re-build their tower if the cups fall off. 
· Play a few rounds before inviting the kids to place their verse cards in order and recite the verse together again. 

Finding verses with 4th-6th graders: Ask kids to tell you if the book of the Bible they’re looking for is in the Old Testament or New Testament. If it’s in the Old, instruct kids to flip slowly, starting at the front of the Bible and heading toward the back, until they find the book they’re looking for. If it’s in the New, instruct kids to start flipping from the back, going forward to find the book they’re looking for. Once they find the book, explain that the big numbers on the page are the chapter numbers. First, have them find the chapter they’re looking for. Then explain that the small numbers are verse numbers. Tell kids to find the verse within the chapter they’ve already found.

Inclusive Pro-Tips
· Be sensitive to kids who may need extra time to process their thoughts and respond. Be patient and create a safe space where everyone has a chance to share when they’re ready.
· Frequently check for understanding during discussion by asking questions like, “Can someone share in their own words what we’re talking about?”
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
