OPENER
HOST: “Hello! Welcome Collide! I’m so glad you came here this week. We’re in our series called ‘Origin Story,’ talking about knowing all about our origin story with God. But before we jump into that, let’s play a game!
“So, this theme has all to do with superheroes! One of the bravest superheroes is named Superman®. He is super-strong, can fly, and one of the best superheroes out there. But he has a big weakness. Does anyone know what it is? 
Wait for responses. 
“That’s right! It’s kryptonite. If he gets it near him, it zaps all of his superpowers. So today I thought we could play a game called: ‘Kryptonite Catch.’ 
Grab one of the “Kryptonite” balls and circle up 12 kids. 
“The way you play is to take this ball and toss it to a friend. But you have to quickly toss the ball to someone else. Pretty easy, right? But as you pass, I’ll keep adding more and more in. Let’s see if we can do it without dropping a ball for three minutes. Are you ready? Let’s go!
Start the game by passing the ball and starting the timer. As the game progresses, you may need to hold some balls back..
“Good job, heroes! Those were some pretty great skills, but I wonder what your worship skills look like? Let’s keep standing and worship God!”
WORSHIP
HOST: “Hey! I’m excited to worship with you today! One of the ways we worship is by giving honor to God through singing and dancing. Let’s go ahead and worship together. 
VIDEO: “(Lyric Video)”
“Great job, everyone! Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!”

AFTER BIBLE STORY 

HOST: “When we think about Noah, we can remember that even though we might not know exactly what God is doing, we can trust Him. He is always good! So even if we can’t see what’s ahead, even when we don’t understand, we can trust that He is good and He is doing something good!
“Because God is always good, we can trust Him no matter what! So when we face hard things and don’t understand what is happening, we can ask Him for help. We can ask Him to help us hold His hand through the difficult parts and trust He will lead us through.
“As you go to your small groups, think about this question:
SLIDE: Conversation Starter
[Conversation Starter] “When is it hard to trust God? Maybe it’s when you feel stressed about something that you have been working on for a long time. Or when you have to go and present a project at school. No matter the situation, you can trust God to see you through it. Let’s talk to God right now. 
SLIDE: Theme Background
PRAYER
HOST: “God, thank You so much for this story. Please help us to be like Noah and trust You, even when we don’t understand how things are going to turn out. When life gets hard or we feel confused, please help us ask for help and trust that You will do what You say You will do. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.” 
Host leads group in a prayer related to what they just heard. 
After prayer, Host dismisses kids to Small Group.
SMALL GROUP
The BLESSED lifestyle
Begin with prayer
Take a few minutes to pray with your small group
We want to encourage the kids to start with prayer. Lead them by praying for the group.  Ask if there are any prayer requests. To make them more comfortable you can start praying then ask if anyone would like to pray after you.  
You can also use the Bottom line or monthly theme as key prayer points.

Made to Imagine

What You Need: 
· Paper

· Pens or Pencils
What You Do:
· Give each kid a sheet of paper and a pen or pencil.

· Ask the kids to write or draw a situation when it would be hard for them to trust God. 

· To get the kids started, share an example:

· “A friend stops talking to you and starts hanging out with another group of kids. You don’t know why, and it hurts. It could feel hard to trust that God has a good plan when you feel left out and alone.”

· Encourage kids to share (if comfortable) why the situation they chose would be challenging.

· [Make It Personal] (Share an age-appropriate story from your own life when trusting God was difficult. Was there a truth about who God is, or a story from the Bible that encouraged you?)
· Explain the Folding Challenge: 

· Ask kids to estimate how many times they can fold their paper in half before they can no longer fold it.

· Instruct the kids to write their guesses on the back of the piece of paper.

· Each kid is to fold their paper one fold at a time, counting each one. (Most will reach a max of seven folds.)

· Celebrate the closest guessers and every kid’s participation! 
· Discuss:  
· How might tough times shake our trust in God?

· What can we do when we don’t understand why something is happening?
· How does trusting God help us grow stronger like the folded paper?
· Encourage the kids: 

· To take the folded paper home as a reminder that even when things don’t make sense, God is with you! 

· Just like the paper got tougher, your faith grows stronger when you trust God! 

· Remember, God is good and He is still at work! When things are confusing, trust God one step at a time. 

· Pray—share your feelings with God and ask God to help you have faith! 

· Read the Bible and remember who God is and what God has done!
