Bible Story: God Chooses Abram • Genesis 12:1-9, 15:1-6
Conversation Starter: What does it look like to trust God?
Bottom Line: You can trust that God has a plan.

OPENER
HOST: “What’s up? We are here with week three of ‘Origin Story,’ where we’re learning more about our origin story with God! But before that, let’s play a game!
“This month our theme has been all about superheroes. This week, the game is themed around a web-shooting wonder! Who do you think it is? (Pause for responses.)
“Right! It’s Spider-ManTM! For this week’s game, we’ll need three volunteers and one leader! 
Choose three kid volunteers and one prechosen adult volunteer. Adult leader will put on safety goggles as the game is explained. 
“The Origin Story of Spider-Man is that he was bitten by a radioactive spider and now has the skills to climb on the walls! Some versions of Spider-Man can even shoot webs without any other tech. Today, we’re going to see if our volunteers have the skills to be Spider-Man. 
“In just a second, I’ll hand out this can of Silly String to each kid. When I say ‘Go!’ you have 60 seconds to completely cover the [name of volunteer] from head to toe with spiderwebs. Do you think you are up to the challenge? Let’s make sure every Spider-Man has their webshooter.

Hand out a can of Silly String to each kid. 
“Okay, are we ready? 3 . . . 2 . . . 1 . . . Go!
Start the countdown. Give comments as kids are covering the leader from head to toe. 
“Okay! We’re all done! I think our leader is all webbed up! Let’s give a hand for our leader and volunteers as they go back to their seat. But don’t sit down, because it’s time to stand up and worship and tell God we love Him!”
WORSHIP
HOST: “Hey, friends! I’m so excited to worship with you! One way to worship is by giving praise and honor to God through singing and dancing. Let’s worship together!

VIDEO: “(Lyric Video)”
“Great worshiping! No matter where we are or what is happening, we can trust that God is always with us.
Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!”

AFTER BIBLE STORY 
HOST: “When we think of Abraham and Sarah, we can remember that even though they weren’t always faithful to God, He was always faithful to them. 
“This week, we saw how God had made some big promises to Abraham and Sarah, including one where they would have a child. They had to wait a long, long time for God to make that promise come true. Sometimes Abraham and Sarah acted faithfully, sometimes they didn’t. But as we see, God was faithful. He did just what He said He was going to do, because He always does. 
“As you go to your small groups, think about this question. 
SLIDE: Conversation Starter
[Conversation Starter] “What does it look like to trust God? Maybe it’s just walking in faith when you know you are supposed to do something. It could even be if you have a big problem happening in your life, you can trust that God will do what He says He will do. Another way is to pray, you can trust that when we talk to God and ask for help, that He will help us. Let’s go ahead and pray together now!
SLIDE: Theme Background
PRAYER
HOST: “God, thank You so much for this story about Abraham and Sarah. Even when we are in situations where we’re nervous about doing what You ask us to do, please give us peace. Thank You so much for your perfect plan to send Jesus for us. Thank You for being faithful a long time to rescue us so we could be close friends with You. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”
After prayer, Host dismisses kids to Small Group.
SMALL GROUP

Take a few minutes to pray with your small group
We want to encourage the kids to start with prayer. Lead them by praying for the group.  Ask if there are any prayer requests. To make them more comfortable you can start praying then ask if anyone would like to pray after you.

What You Do:
· Invite kids to share thoughts about today’s Bible Story in a game called “Read My Mind.”

· Explain how to play “Read My Mind.”

· Two kids will be given a sentence starter related to the Bible Story. 

· Instead of finishing the sentence separately, they will try to say the same thing at the same time as if they were speaking in one voice.

· Choose two kids to go first.  

· Read a sentence starter aloud (see below for suggestions).

· Encourage the kids to watch each other’s mouths and speak slowly to match words.

· After they finish, discuss what they said and allow others to share their own thoughts. 

· Rotate the kids so every kid has at least one turn.

What You Do:

Ask:
· What does it look like to trust God in your everyday life?

· Think about a person you really trust. What makes them trustworthy? 

· Now, think about God. What do you believe about God that makes Him even more trustworthy than the most reliable person you know?

· (Examples: God always keeps His promises, God knows everything, God loves me no matter what.)

· Why is it still possible to trust God even when things don’t go as expected?

· (Point kids to the idea that God has a plan, and God sees things we can’t see yet!)

· Faith means trusting in what you can’t see because of what you can see. What’s something you can see in your life that reminds you to trust God?

· [Make It Personal] by sharing an age-appropriate time God helped you through something hard, God answered a prayer, or how God has provided for you in another way!
