OPENER
HOST: “Hey! I’m so glad that you’re here today! This month we’re in our series ‘Origin Story,’ were we’re talking about how we can have faith in God because of what He has done. 
“So before we do anything else today, let’s warm up with some of the questions you have

                Question Time with the Kids 

Answer questions from Question Wheel,

Tell them to write down questions they may have, or they can just ask by raising their hands.

Let’s dive into some questions that you have!

“It’s time to get on your feet and tell God that we love Him in worship together!” 
WORSHIP
HOST: “Hey! I’m excited to worship with you today! One of the ways we worship is by giving honor to God through singing and dancing. Let’s go ahead and worship together. 

VIDEO: “(Lyric Video)”
“Great worshiping! No matter where we are or what is happening, we can trust that God is always with us.
Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!” 

VIDEO: Bible Story W4
AFTER BIBLE STORY 
HOST: “When we think about Jacob, we can remember that though Jacob made mistakes, God was still with him. God promised that He would always be with Jacob, and it’s true for you too! 

“We’ll talk more about this later in the big story God is telling in the Bible, but after Jesus’ resurrection, when He went to heaven, He sent His Holy Spirit to live inside of His followers. When you become a follower of Jesus, the Holy Spirit came to live inside of you too! So the promise God made to Jacob, is true of all Jesus-followers too! “I am with you.”

“So God is always, always, always with you! He is IN you! He is closer than close. So that is something you can trust—that God is always, always with you. That might be a brand-new idea to some of you, and that’s okay! We’ll chew on this idea more in our small groups.

“So as you go to your small groups, ask yourself this question:
SLIDE: Conversation Starter
[Conversation Starter] “What helps you remember that God is with you? It could be that when you talk to other people who believe in Jesus, you can remember that God is with you. Maybe it’s remembering a promise God made to you in the Bible that He is with you. Take time to pause this week and ask God to help you remember that He is with you. Let’s go ahead and pray to God now!
HOST: “Let’s pray together, friends.

Host does an Alter Call

HOST: Today, I want to give you a very special opportunity.

Do you know how much Jesus loves you?

Jesus loves you so much! He gave His life on the cross and came back to life so He can be with you forever.

He wants to be your best friend, your Savior, and help you every single day.

Maybe you feel something special in your heart right now.

That’s Jesus saying, ‘I love you. I want to be with you.’

You don’t have to be perfect or know everything.

You just need to say yes to Jesus.

If you’ve never asked Jesus to be your Savior, and you want to invite Him into your heart today, you can pray with me.

And if you’ve already done this before, you can pray again to remember how much He loves you.”

Salvation Prayer (Repeat After Me)
Dear Jesus,

Thank You for loving me.

Thank You for dying on the cross for my sins.

I believe You rose again and You are alive.

I want You to be my Savior and my best friend.

Come into my heart today.

Help me follow You every day.

I love You, Jesus.

Amen.

Thank You for showing us that Your love never runs out, that it’s powerful enough to heal, restore, and change lives. Help us be brave enough to reach out. Help us stay connected to You this week. Show us the people who need Your love. Give us the courage to be with the people who are left out this week. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”
HOST: If you prayed that prayer for the first time today — we’re SO proud of you! That is the best decision you’ll ever make. Please let your leader know, because we want to celebrate with you!
