OPENER
HOST: “Hey, everyone! What’s up? I’m really glad you’re here today. Today is a super-special day! Not only are we in the last week of our series for the month, but we’re in the last week of something we’ve been doing all year—going through the story God is telling in the Bible!

“Our series this month totally ties into what we’re going to look at today. The theme of this month is ‘TREK: Don’t Stop, Don’t Give Up—God’s with You!’ And today we’re going to look at the ending for every Jesus-follower, when God is going to be with us, forever!

“So before we do anything else today, let’s warm up with some of the questions you have
                            Question Time with the Kids 

Answer questions from Question Wheel,

Tell them to write down questions they may have, or they can just ask by raising their hands.
Let’s dive into some questions that you have!

“Today, we’re going to talk about a promise God makes about how the story ends, even when ‘right now’ doesn’t feel very clear.
 Let’s stand up and worship together!

WORSHIP
HOST: “Hey, everyone! I’m really glad we get to worship together today. When we worship, we’re reminded that God is bigger than what we’re facing right now. Even when life feels unfinished or confusing, God is still with us, and He’s still working. As we sing, don’t just stand—jump in, move around, and let this be a moment when you focus your heart and your mind on God.

“Great job, everyone! Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!” 

VIDEO: Bible Story W4
AFTER BIBLE STORY 
HOST: “So as we wrap up today, here’s what I want you to remember. Following God doesn’t mean life suddenly becomes easy or that hard things stop happening. We still live in a broken world. We still walk through hard times, suffering, questions, and loss. But today’s Bible Story reminds us that those things aren’t the end of the trail. God is still at work, even when we’re in the middle of the journey, and He has promised that the story ends with everything being made new.
“And that’s what our Bottom Line today is all about. 
[Bottom Line] “God will make everything right in the end. Say that with me.”
HOST AND KIDS: [Bottom Line] “God will make everything right in the end.”
HOST: “Before we head to small groups, I want to leave you with one last question to think about.

SLIDE: Conversation Starter
[Conversation Starter] “What do you think heaven will be like? 
“Today, we talked about God making everything right in the end! There won’t be any more brokenness or pain, but hope. A world remade. A story restored. Everything made right again. And knowing where the trail ends helps us keep going when the middle feels hard.

“A lot of the time, our lives feel like that middle part of the trek. We see the hard trail markers right in front of us, but we can’t always see the ending yet. Today’s Bible Story reminds us of the ending of this whole trail. It is so, so gorgeous, and amazing, and forever. And God invites us to keep trusting Him while we walk this trek until we get to our amazing ending.
“So as you head to small groups, talk honestly about what you imagine heaven will be like. Talk about which parts of life you’re most ready for God to make new. And talk about how knowing the ending of the story helps you keep going right now. Because just like we saw today, God doesn’t wait until everything is easy to give us hope. He gives us hope so we can keep going.
HOST: “Let’s pray together, friends.
Host does an Alter Call

HOST: Today, I want to give you a very special opportunity.

Do you know how much Jesus loves you?

Jesus loves you so much! He gave His life on the cross and came back to life so He can be with you forever.

He wants to be your best friend, your Savior, and help you every single day.

Maybe you feel something special in your heart right now.

That’s Jesus saying, ‘I love you. I want to be with you.’

You don’t have to be perfect or know everything.

You just need to say yes to Jesus.

If you’ve never asked Jesus to be your Savior, and you want to invite Him into your heart today, you can pray with me.

And if you’ve already done this before, you can pray again to remember how much He loves you.”
Salvation Prayer (Repeat After Me)
Dear Jesus,

Thank You for loving me.

Thank You for dying on the cross for my sins.

I believe You rose again and You are alive.

I want You to be my Savior and my best friend.

Come into my heart today.

Help me follow You every day.

I love You, Jesus.

Amen.
Thank You for showing us that Your love never runs out, that it’s powerful enough to heal, restore, and change lives. Help us be brave enough to reach out. Help us stay connected to You this week. Show us the people who need Your love. Give us the courage to be with the people who are left out this week. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”
HOST: If you prayed that prayer for the first time today — we’re SO proud of you! That is the best decision you’ll ever make. Please let your leader know, because we want to celebrate with you! 

After prayer, Host dismisses kids to Small Group.

Made to Create

What You Need: 

· Bible

· Transparency sheets

· Fine-tip permanent markers

· Clear tape

What You Do:
During the Activity:

· Give each kid a transparency sheet and a marker.

· Read the description of heaven from Revelation 21:3-5 again.

· Ask them to imagine what heaven will be like based on the description and their own hopes.

· Instruct kids to draw their vision of what heaven might look like in a horizontal layout on the transparency sheet. And write the Bottom Line, “God will make everything right in the end,” somewhere on their drawing.

· When finished, show them how to roll their sheet into a cone/mountain shape and secure it with a piece of tape.

What You Say:
“These look amazing! It’s hard to even imagine how incredible heaven will be, but it’s fun to try. The Bible gives us a glimpse, a sneak peek, of the end of the story. And it’s a good one. 

“The Bible tells us that: “‘He will wipe away every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death.’ And there will be no more sadness. There will be no more crying or pain. Things are no longer the way they used to be” (Revelation 21:4 NIrV). Jesus promised that everything would be made new! It’s a powerful promise that helps us persevere through the hard parts of the story we’re living in now. We will get to live in perfect friendship with God, and we’ll do the amazing work of taking care of all He created. Forever. 

“When you choose to follow Jesus, that’s the true end of your story. Or maybe we should say … the beginning! We can keep going because we know [Bottom Line] God will make everything right in the end.”

What You Need: 

· No supplies needed

What You Do:

· Ask these questions and discuss:
· If you were John, exiled on an island and suddenly seeing Jesus in glory (that’s what John records in the beginning of the book of Revelation), how do you think you would feel—and why do you think Jesus started by saying, “Do not be afraid”? What does that tell you about Jesus’ heart toward us?
· God promised to wipe away every tear, end all pain, and make everything new. How does that future hope change the way you face hard things right now? Why might God want us to hold onto this picture?
· Revelation shows a world where God finally lives with His people again—like in the Garden of Eden. What do you think it will be like to see God face-to-face? How does that idea shift the way you think about heaven?
· John saw things that were beautiful, confusing, and sometimes scary. What does that teach you about trusting God, even when you don’t understand what He’s doing?
· If you really believed that God will make everything right in the end, how might it change the way you respond to sadness, unfairness, or disappointment today? What choices would look different?
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
