When you go into your child’s room,
cuddle them and say: “Good morning,
[child’s name]! Come look out of the
window with me at things God made. I see
(land, plants, trees, seas, flowers, birds,
etc.). God is SO amazing!”

While on the go, describe trees, plants,
and bodies of water for your child to find.
[These will vary based on where you live.]
When you are done, talk about how God
made land, plants, and seas on day three. 

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God,
thank You for making the [child’s
favorite plant/tree]. It is [name of
child]’s favorite! My favorite is the
[plant/tree]. It’s hard to pick just one
favorite, because You made so many!
Thank You for making such 
an amazing world for us to explore and
enjoy!” 

Add colorful ball pit balls or pipe cleaners
to bath time. As they float in the water, tell
your child to pretend they are a field of
flowers. Each time they “pick” a flower, say
the color of the flower together. As your
child plays, talk about how God made all
the colorful flowers.
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
